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TESTS HOPE TO SHOW 
THAT'S CAUSE OP POOR 

RADIO RECEPTION'.

Radio fans who have boen blam­
ing almost 'everything for the wet 
blanket which has covered radio re­
ception intermittently for the"~past 
few months can now lay it to the 
tnrfon. It is only fair to blame the 
moon, now, perhaps*, because every­
thing else has been blamed and it 
hasn't helped a bit so far. In the 
hope to get a little data on the 
moon, tests are in progress this 
week conducted by the physics de-
iimrtmtmt iflf iNmlKw<mt«wn ilinWeni-
ity-: 

Published' report* of private in­
quiries into the causes of distur­
bances that prevent good radio in­
ception so far have dealt with jjjie 
manner in which atmospheric conr 

ditions are changed by, sun spots, 
comets and eclipses. Even the au­
rora borealis has been investigat­
ed, but it has never been suggested 
that the phases of the . moon might 
have anything, to do with the ade­
noidal performance of distant so­
pranos. 

R. C. Therrien; an electrical en­
gineer, of Chicago, has forwarded 
to J. -fc. Sniith, director of the na­
tional tests, a report covering a per­
iod of eighteen months. He sug­
gested that it be investigated dur­
ing the iFebruary tests and possibly 
at other times during the year. 

"ETghteen months ago I discover­
ed quite accidentally that distance 
reception was almost impossible on 
a night when the moon was full and 
high in the sky, said Mr. Thierrien 
in his report. "I thought, df course, 
that this might be merely a co­
incidence; but I remembered what I 
had learned regarding the magnetic 
effect of the moon on the.tides, and 
it occurred to me that such a visible 
electrical display ought, to have a 
definite influence on the ionized stra 
turn of atmosphere or whatever it 
is that carries on, deflects or blocks 
radio waves. So I watched closely.. 
Each phases -and gradually? built 
up the Silent Night I made careful 
note of"reception conditions and lu­
nar evidence to show that my sup­
position ) was • at least worthy of 
further investigation. 

''I discovered that during the rum 
mer . we frequently had nights free 
fra:u static, despite warm, sultry 
weather. • Invariably, such nights 
wei* those when* the moon was in 
the first or last quarter. I discover­
ed also that many nights which be­
gan with' the atmosphere perfectly 
"dead", so far as radio reception 
was concerned, showed marked im­
provement later in the night when 
the moon had gone closer to the 
horizon. ' 

"The niglit of December 28th of 
last year was a typical one. The 
air was crisp, cool and clenr and 
there was no appreciable moisture

The 
demand is sniuNto alw><ys exceed thel 
supply. ' 

That is the reason a traveler, mak 
ing a first' winter trip through the 
Champlain valley, is amazed at the 
hundreds of shanties on the ice of 
both New York and Vermont shores

One letter 
from Watertown was to the effect 
that advancing the season was sound 
but the writer was opposed to short 
ening it. . " " , " " " ' 

It developed that there was 
possibility, of a bill being introduc­
ed calling for the issuance of a' spe 
cial deer license to hunters under a 
double tag system which would pro 
vide an accurate check on all doer 
killed during the hunting season Sev 
eral other states have such an ar­
rangement and it is said to be' work 
ing out well. When the license was 
issued to the deer hunter a double 
coupon would be furnished one par 
tion to be attached to the d-er when 
slain and the other, forwarded to the 
conservation commission with 
in ten days under penalty of a mis 
demeanor. 

Chairman Pratt stated today that 
objection would be raised' by north 
em New York to the black bass bill 
which would make the' opening of 
July 1 uniform throughout the state 
rather .than exempt the St. Law­
rence r'ver and Lake Ontario, 

Fishermen ara taking a lively in­
terest in the proposed change in t h e , 
present trout law which would limit r ' T i i . T ^ l L 
the days catch to twenty five fish to *" 
weight not/more than ten pounds 
as at present. It appears that a 
similiar law existed in Pennsyl­
vania but failed to work out to any 
distinct advantage. In discussing 
the bill that has been ' introduced 
Assemblyman Pratt said today that 
he was rather of the opinion that 
either th? number of fish allowed 
per fisherman per day should bo n 
creased. He stated that he had re­
ceived quite a number of letters re­
lative to the bill and that the 
writers were of the opinion that 
placing the • limit at twenty-fiye 
fish particularly in view of the. fact 
that the usual run .of brook trout is 
around six or seven inches Was en 
tirtly too low. 

While a considerable number of 
those fishing arc doing" so merely 
as sport, • by far the- greater num­
ber are fishing for the . market. As 
a result most of the fish caught are 
packed m ice each night and shipped 
to cities, sometimes hundreds of miles 
away. ' . 

Despite -that nearly all the shan­
ties are equipped with, stoves and 
scinle with even mure comforts, ice 
fishing is by no means all sunshine 
ami roses. Some of the veteran mar 
ket fishermen, who have caught thous 
ands of the ice fish, assert that a 
w.an fully earns every-cent he can 
make at the game. 

The present season is reported to 
be a igood one, but such is not al­
ways the case. During winters when 
the fish are not biting well, the mar 
ket fishermen sometimes spend days 
on end in their shanties without earn 
ing more than the most trivial sums. 
There is always a market for i V -
flsh if they can catch the.™,, but 
catching is always n, gamble.

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NEW APPLE CROP 
IS ON THE INCREASE 

TRAIN* HITS CAR; 3 HURT 

Accident On Crossing

State's Yield Expected To 
Show 25 Per Cent Boost 

The apple growing industry in New 
York State should show an increase of 
20 to 2!f percent in the next l"5 years, 
says the report of an apple su/vey of 
the United States and Canada made 
public last week at Rochester. The 
survey was made for the New York 
Central Railroad by Ralph M. Rrts, 
formerly extension professor of pumol 
ogy at Cornell University. 

Apple growers, in Mr. Rees' opinion, 
may loqk for a keen competition from 
t1h<' iMttiw iinrtwrtv \whnir i1hf IOAI* 
few yearn,, Bttfc Bjr the itdtipMmt' of 
sound business' methods they may be 
prepared to meet it. 

Citing the increase of 135 per cent 
in the shipments of citrus fruits ffbm 
Florida alone in the last five years and 
doubted jdhlpmdrits fnom California 
and the west/- M .̂- Rees pointed -out 
that the opportunity the public now 
has to obtain grapefruit and oranges 
for the breakfast table may lead to 
displacing the ajjple as a standard 
breakfast fruit. Furthermore he said,] 
the production' of pectin from lecrJons 
may offer keen competition in the wor­
ld market with the production of pect­
in from apples, an industry in which 
Canada is interested. 

Asserting that the Empire State has 
siicered from' tdti great a variey of 
apples, but that this situation would 
be corrected in the future by decreased 
production in virtually all varieties. 
Mr. Rees predicted, that increased com­
mercial planting, would be made with 
profit and that if good business me-

"thods were employed' competition from 
other apple sections would be success­
fully irjet. 

He pointed out that apple growers 
in the state had the natural advanta­

g e s of cheap land, low tax and interest 
rates and little damage from frost or 
drought, while soil and climatic condi­
tions combine to give the trees good 
vigor and 'long life. Short haul to 
markets also was cited as an advanta* 

Apple planting in the Hudson Valley 
was found to be an industry dating 
back to the putch settlers, with Bald­
win, Rhode Island, Greening and Nor-
ern Spy- the prevalent varieties. Mc­
intosh apples are increasing in popular 
ity to such an extent, he haid that they 
will be a big commercial factor in the 
next decade.
