It is a dynamometer, by 
which the actual pulling power of 
horses is-determined. 

J. Dan Ackerman secretary, said 
recently that a plan for purchasing 
tha equipment which cost appro»« 
imately $1,6000 ^jointly with a num­
ber of, county fairs has—been sub­
mitted.

The St. Jean Baptiste Catholic 
Church of Keesevilla a beautiful 
edifice constructed almost twawty-
five years ago was completely des­
troyed by fire Thursday with a loss 
estimated at $100,000 only about 
one-fourth covered by insurance. 
The cause of the fire is as yet un­
determined. 

Appeals for assistance were sent 
to Plattsburg, Peru and AuSable 
Forks, but in spite of the hard 
efforts of the visiting firemen and 
the Keesevilla department the fire 
lemon could not be smothered and 

at about one o'clock barely twd 
hours and a half after the blaze 
was discovered what was one of 
the North Country's most beautiful 
churches and the pride of the French 
Catholic parishioners of Keeseville 
was reduced to a pile of smoking 
ruins with only the walls-left stand­
ing. 

All of tha church 
and decorations including: 1 a 
pipe organ .installed 8 oh^ 10 years 
ago went up in smoke.

METHOD OF TREATING THEIR 
PRISONERS DIFFERS 

FROM OURS 

An interesting United Press article 
discusses the difference between Ameri 
can and English trea'.'iisnt of crim 
inals as follows: 

"One reason why crimes of violence 
are fewer in, England than in the Un­
ited States txay'be that the British 
courts, not the . policemen, decide 
whether suspected criminals are guil­
ty. 

"In the United States, it is fairly 
well known that criminals disrespect 
the law and fear th* -police. Here 
they respect, the police and fear the 
law. 

"British police are unarmed except 
for night sticks. Therefore, British 
criminals seldom carry any thing more 
deadly than black-jacks. 
' "It might seem more logical to turn 
that statement .wound. •» ••«»>• th.-it 
iiwill<omew ovee mnt *ffiedi ilwnw,i' tiin 
ertmlhHls aWrTOtt But the llMHsh nu-
thorities don't figure it that way. 

"They believe that a criminal does 
not kilj lightly unless he is insane. If 
he is insane he isn't'a criminal. They 
instruct their polieemfen to capture 
'suspected criminals and turn them ov­
er fntact without even a tap of the 
night stick, to the courts for trial. 

The Bsjtish criminal is expected to 
resist arrest, and often does so. He 
knows that he will not be.'"subdued;" 
he knows that he does not run the risk 
of being.beaten up at the police-sta­
tion; he knows that the authorities 
hold the police, strictly to their jol> of 
arresting prisoners and letting th? 
courts decide whether they ought to be 
punished—therefore the Biitish ci im 
ihal, or the American criminal workr 
ing over here, will not risk hanging to 
avoid a couple of years injaik-

"Bntish criminologists argue that 
in the United States, on the contrary, 
criminals arg made desperate by the 
police system. The criminals figure, 
they say. that they may as well be 
killed in action as half killed at the 
station house. So- they shoot" indis­
criminately, the victim if necessary to 
make a quick getaway, the policeman 
if capture-is i.T.'minent, Does it sound 
logical? * ' 

Any rough • treatment 'British cri­
minals get, they get from the judge, 
not from a policeman. 

"British policemen cannot even use 
their night sticks on a man who re­
sists arrest unless, they are-in physical 
danger and are getting the worst:' of a 
scrap. That rule is not only theoreti­
cal. A policeman ran appear in court 
with a black eye or a bandaged head 
without comment, hut if his prisoner 
is marked in any way, there ha? to he 
a good explanation. > )
