I 
have noticed that everytiirle the season 
lias been shortened or changed mone 
rlo'-r have been killed. A., few years 
ago we used to have a season""ftf-4-5-i 
days and in the country were two guid 
es in hunting season (about 20 square 
miles) there never used to be. over 20 
or 25 men in at one time or more than 
seven or eight average during the 
season. Now take a 30 day season 
there are times that there ai"e 75 or 80 
and will average at least 20. Of-course 
this makes a greater hazard for deer 
as well as for man. 

What would it be like if the season 
was shortened to 15 or 20 days ? 

I do not agree with Mr. Dobson, 
however, on what he has to say regard 
ing sportsmen who go into the woods 
during the early days of the present 
seasons. TKe^woods- from October J 5 
to November 15 are beautiful during. 
gfiod weather and might inspire poets 
and dreamers to great thoughts, such 
as going home without any "gain*, but 
just a'system full of spring water, and 
gfiod stories of how the other fellow 
got .his deer. This fellow doesn't need 
:m\ open season. Tie can" ?•>, any­
time. 

'My experience is that !1*> nor .cent 
of our'hunters, ricYi or niwr-.-ini hunt­
ing to get game if thev can. The 
other 5 per cent go to have ;> good 
lime, get away from friend wife and 
lb i- Volstead act for a few days.
