, That the settlement is a distinct-de 
feat for the union seems evident After 
losing UaO,U00,O<Jtit in Wages in the 
past'six; months, they return -t* work 
-without any increase m.-kay,*'They 

^ are deprived of the power to call an­
other strike for five, years, and wages 
may be revised by an arbitration board 
without any ceasing of lajiaing opera, 
tions. <
