An Albany despatch says: 
The Louisville Power Corporation 

and the St. Lawrence Valley Power 
Corporation tcday sprang to the front 
in public,notice in connection with the 
water power controversy, now waging 
between Governor Smith and the State 
Water Power Commission. 

"Who are these corporations?' is the 
question he asks :riow. 'What as"? 
they ajicLwho are .financially responpi 
ble?" • j . '• 

It is the first time.in the -water pow 
er controversy that the governor has 
left generalizations' and got down to 
specific -names and instances. He says:, 

"attorney general snys that a rough 
estimate places the cost of developing 
the potential power controlled by the 
state on the St. Lawrence and Niagara 
Rivers at $40,000,000. It might be 
well for the attorney general to tell 
the people of the State of New York 
just who" the applicants for these valu 
able water power rights are. 

"According,to ithe,rep(»rt,of .the N«w 
Ylitrtfc rttittfe' WilU'r" ilHWW i«lt1111llNstntti. 
signed by the attorney general', then? 
is only one applicant for the wateis of 
the St. Lawrence in the vicinity of 
Croil Island; The report states that 
there is available 500,000 horsepower. 
At the estimated cost suggested by the 
attorney general at "least $100,000,000 
will be required for' this particular de 
velopment. The only applicant for it 
is the Louisville Power Corporation. 

"According to the records in the of­
fice of the secretary of state-, the Louis 
ville Power Corporation came into exis 
tence on the 21st of October, (1919, 
and has a capital stock of $20,000. 
In the papers of incorporation it fail­
ed to mention the place of its principal 
office. Its directors are: Walter F. 
Wilson of Louisville, New York; Veb-
er Allen Warren of Massena, New 
York: and George P, Mathew of Mass­
ena. New York. 

"The question naturally arises, who 
is the Louisville Power Corporatioji ? 
What is it, and who is financially Te-
sponscible? In other Words, who owns 
i t ' and who, therefore, are the real 
applicants for this valuable grant of 
water power? 

•'According to the report of the 
.Water Power Corrtmission there "is an 
other 500^000 horsepower available at 
Long Sault (Rapids. The only appli­
cant for this right is the <St. Lawrence 
Valley Power Corporation with its 
principal office in the village of Pots­
dam, St. Lawience county. The same

Mr. Dawson has been in the milk 
businesT eight years and has been 
distributing milk . and ^cream in 
homes in Ogdensburg. Mayor West 
brook stated that the milk was not 
fit for animals to consume. The 
mayor declared that Inspector Cha­
ney would be given unlimited sup­
port in correcting milk condition* 
here and that from now on dealers 
who distributed milk in the city 
must comDly with the sanitary code 
or their licenses would be. suspended 

Commissioner Morisstfbe * request 
cd to be informed whether Dawson 
was unable to comply with the san 
itary conditions because of sickness 
and was told that Dawson had bei'.i 
ill for a' while 'but, it was alleged 
that he was using that as an excuse 
for not keeping his dairy and equip 
ment clean. Commissioner MorU-
sttte stated that if he had thought 
that Dawson • "was. on his back" he 
would not only refuse to vote to 
suspend his license but would go 
i»wn to the dairy and clean it up 
himself. 

Commissioner Hanbidge offered 
a resolution that "It is the senti-
men t of the board that the health 
officer revoke the license of Ed­
ward J- Dawson for vending milk 
and cream imsthe City «f Ogden---
burcr." .'Commissioner Ewart sec­
onded the resolution and it was 
adopted unariimously. 

Mayor Wisthrook stated that the 
police would be used to see.'.hat no 
dealers whose license's .were suspend 
F1 distributed milk in Ogdensburg. 
He stated that i t had been called to 
his attention that the owner of sev 
eral cows in the Second ward was 
selling milk without a license- and 
his dairy was very unsanitary. Dr. 
Chaney will investigate this case 
and the owner of the cows will pro 
bably be brought into court. Com­
missioner Hanbidge said that a num 
ber of cases of typhoid fever and 
one death here this winter had been 
traced directly to milk supplied and 
that something must be done to stop 
the .sale of germ laden milk here. 

Dr. Chaney has been engaged in 
making a survey of the milk pro­
ducers in this vicinity in order to 
ascertain how much milk from 
tuberculin tested herds tan be sec­
ured if the new milk ordinance mak 
ing tuberculin tests d milk mandat­
ory is enforced. He. will have his 
report ready by next Wednesday. A 
meeting of the health board will be 
called immediately after the report 
is ready. It is highly probable tra% 
the tuberculin test clause will be 
eliminated from the milk ordinance 
in order to make it workable.
