stimulate and promote citizenship, 
patriotism,' and Americanism, and 
through expert physical direction, 
athletic coaching and military) train, 
ing, to benefit" the young men indivi­
dually and give them a bet­
ter realisation of their .obligations to 
their country 

With smaller appropriations, forty-
seven hundred youths from the states 
of New York, New Jersey and Dela­
ware, one of the largest contingents 
yet raised, are to be given tnirty 
days' outdoor training this summer 
at Plattsburg and other encampments 
of the Citizens Military Training 
Camps in the Second Corps Area, if 
plans under' way by Major-General 
Charles P. Summerall', at Governors 
Island, are successful. 

As a result of the reduced War 
Department budget, General Summer 
ail announced that efforts are being 

^made to work out gre'atcr economies 
hi connection with.the sumnnier camps 
so that no reduction will be made 
in the number of students accomo­
dated nor in the scope of training. 
Much of the saving is expected to 
come from a different arrangement 
of camp sites. 

Opening of the training season has 
heen set.for July 2. Every student 
is to be a "volunteer and must pass 
standardized and physical tests adopt­
ed by tht Government. Students will 
range from seventeen to twenty-four. 

Those who meet tho requirements 
will be sent to the training camp 
without personal expense and .upon 
completion will receive return tick­
ets to their homes. While at c a W 
wholesome food, uniforms, nthldoc 
equipment, laundry service, and camp 
facilities will be furnished free by 
the Government. 

The C. M. T. C. course this year 
will be divided between camping, 
hiking, shooting, athletic ond citizen 
ship studies, with the students en­
rolled in four different courses. 
First year men without prior train­
ing will be given • only elementary 
drills, most of their, work being de­
signed to build up bodily strength 
liy. outdoor sports. 

Advanced classes called Red, White 
and Blue courses for the other three 
y;ars of the courses—will ofTer in­
struction in Infantry studies. Coast 
Artillery and Field Artillery prob­
lems. Cavalry and horsemanship tac

the take of grouse from 41,757 in 
1918 to 184.541 in 1923. Each suc­
ceeding year the take of pheasants 
has\ been larger"than the preceding 
year showing that these birds are 
well established and with the nat­
ural increase plus tho output of the 
state's game bird farms will con­
tinue to hold their own. »*«,,»• 

More of the fur bearer's" showed 
increases in 1923 than in .1922 and 
the increase in muskraifs. exceeded 
the take of any year since 1919. 
Tho take of muskrats fell off rap­
idly from 191R to 1921 sin.'e which 
date there have been slight in­
creases but the 1923 take was still 
one third less than in 1918. While 
in some pnrts of the state muskrats 
appear to be recovering reports 
from other sections are that they 
are still decreasing. 

The number" of deer taken was 
8030 which was 408 below tho av­
erage take of bucks for the six 
years that records have been kept.

A decrease of 12,855 is 
shown on skunks ns compared with 
a decrease of 44,257 in 1922 as 
compare.:!! with 1921. The take of 
skunks has been defeasing steadily 
since 1919 except for a slight re­
covery in 1921 and in 1923 was only 
half as large as in 1918.

- -Still to those who lives are passed-
amidst those pleasant environs 
which permit entrancing views . of 
Old So's smiling countenance rising 
over- the Green mountains of Ver­
mont each morning, striping tho 
sapphire blue waters of Lake .Cham 
plain with marvelous reds, pinks 
and organge. using for a brush 
those rays which can be compare'! 
only to Kipliitg's "'comet tail"—to 
those who each evening are privileg 
ed to watch that same Old Sol fin­
ish his day's work and sink to rest 
behind the ci"est of the Adirondacks 
there is' an /appeal in the title 
'Friendly Adirondack Peaks." 

Even one whose mountain climb 
ing- has been confuted to an in­
clined cable railway ti ip to the sum 
mit of Mount Royal back of Mon­
treal can derive a certain, amount 
of enjoyment out of^readlng Robert 
S. Wickman's "Friendly Adiron­
dack Pe«ks'V"WTietn"eT"-we--kn.o>y.. it 
or not we of this region love tKe" 
Adirondacks. We miss our moun 
tains when we arc away from them 
even a day. .So as aliens call 
them "friendly"- we are glad even 
as we realize that those so-called 
aliens know our mountains far 
better than we do ourselves. 

Mr. Wickham seems -to know our 
Adirondacks very well • and to love 

them quite as well as be knows 
them. In his recently published 
book he introduces besides himself 
Alvm who is assumed to be his son 
and "Kim," a likable little fox 
terrier whose ways at times re­
mind Us of a human Kim we know 
and.love well. The party started 
from r Bingham ton and entered the 
Adirondacks, by the way of Utica. 
The actual hike started just after 
the party left Blue Mountain Lake 
and made what Mr. A^ickham called 
an easy climb of ninteen hundred 
feet over a well traveled trail up 
Blue Mountain.
