When delving into the pages of the

Miu:h of this al­
um -,t forgotten lore throlH with vivid 
life when brought t„ the light of these 
modern work-mfay limes which seem 
prosaic, indeed, when compared with 
the happenings of u century or more 
ii'Ti) when adventure lurked behind 
ivery tree, when armies from across 
Ihe sen and their In-liun allies fought 
I':.- (battles of their kings over'the 
giound upon wnieh cattle peacefully 
graze and stalks of yellow wheat and 
corn wave idly in the summer sun. 

Every road has its history and hero 
and there markers denote the spots 
where men fell brave y fighting for 
(he glory of conquest or the protec­
tion of the homo. land. Of all the 

to the national council* arid was made1 

.Secretary of State in Madison's cab* 
met. He took active part in prccipite 
ting the war with England in 1818. 

Through his action after the capture 
of Washington by the British and the 
energy he placed into the conduct of 
tht war Monroe was a papular hero 
and was elected PremdenKof the Un­
ited States. It was in the following 
year that he made his memorable jour 
ney over the Clinton County turnpike. 
Monroe's first term as President was 
known as the "era of good feeling'." 

In 1820 Monroe wap again named 
for President and elected to succeed 
himself without opposition. It was 
during this term as President that 
Monroe negotiated the Florida pur­
chase upon which he had previously 
fitted, thus making a paradise for 
real estate agents in 1925, more than 
a centuiy afterwards. , 

Monroe is hesjjjnown to later gener 
ations as autnor of the "Monroe Doc 
ti ine", which has been such a bulwark 
of protection to the nations of both 
North and South America, the weak 
as well as the strong, This» doctrine 
has remained a sign of "Hatnds Off" 
down to the present day and will con 
tinuc for many a future day. 

Is it too much to ask the iNation, 
the State and historical societies to 
join with Clinton County in building 
an improved road in memory qf this

road now seems mure wholly neglec­
ted. Why? 

The original survey for this connect 
ing link between the St. Lawrence riv­
er and the .Oeat Lakes on the west of 
Plattsburgh and the boats on the east, 
was made in 1806.- Work on it was 
begun soon afterwards. However, it 
was not iirftil 1817 when the soldiers 
:it P.attsburgh Barracks were placed 
at. work improving and continued to do 
:;o afterwards. It had become a post 
"oail, carrying the maris ami takjng on 
an importance which no other road in 
this1 country oi^even the north country 
possessed.-

During the summer of that year the 
soldiers began the improvement of this 
road and the first year he assumed the 
oll'ice of fifth president of the United 
States, James Monroe came to Platts­
burgh by boat and made a journey of 
inspection of the north country- over 
this road. 

When one stops to think of Presi-. 
dent Coolidge leasing Washington on 
Sunday night, attending a banquet and 
making-a speech at Chicago on Mon 
day night and back at his desk in 
Washington on Tuesday, it seems a 
far cry to President Monroe joggling 
and jolting over Clinton county's turn­
pike in a carriage taking up more time 
in the one-way passage from Platts­
burgh to Ogdensburg than President 
Coolidge took to go^frbm Washington 
to Chicago ;md back/! President Mon-
ioe attended a banquet, too. Bui it 
took four hours to cover the thirteen 
miles from Plattsburgh In the scene 
of the banquet on (lie old Turnpike. 
Who coud blame him and the friends 
who came to honor him for eating up 
and drinking up the firct Plattsburgh 
rire Department? 

Many roads with far less claim to 
ihe attention of posterity have been 
improved and given titles in keeping 
jvith the character of men after whom 
they were named. We have the Lin­
coln Highway and the Roosevelt High­
way. Why not have the Monroe High 
way, dedicated to a great President 
who did much, not only in shaping the 
destinies of his country, but in mak-

•i:ig it* what, it is today? 
Rorn-iu Westmoreland county, Vir-

r.ini'i, a descendant t>f the Scottish 
• :;• alters' through Hivtor Monroe, an 
"licet; jn-the army of-Charles 1, James 
Monroe could hardly help being a man 
"f action. We of the present day just 
ly give honor to those boys who gave 
un their studies and took up arms in 
the World War. Monroe performed a 
like deedtwhon as a boy of eighteen he 
gnvo*i*p his studies at the William and 
•Mary College in 1776 and joined the 
Continental army to fight with the im 
mortal George Washington, who in­
cidentally, was also from Westmore­
land county, Virginia,. Monroe, as a 
lieutenant In the New Jersey cam­
paign was wounded at the iRattle of 
Trenton. Later when his military act 
ivities had ceased he studied law with 
Thomas Jefferson. • - • 

It is not necessary to go into a de­
tailed story of James Monroe. It is 
Mill'icient to say that the high lights 
"I' his life were very high. He was 
sent as minister to France by Presi­
dent George Washington and was re-
ieived with great favor. The fact 
that through political expediency and 
a desire to conciliate England in ne 
satiation with this country, he was re­
adied hag nothing to do with the case. 
The next year he'was elected • Gover­
nor of Virginia. I^ater Monroe was 
- "in missioned to net with Livingstone

Radio Talks On Subjects Available 
, In Pamphlet Form 

Home Bureau folks over the state 
and county are beginning to get more 
interested in child training, an'd in 
everything that will help them in the 
care of the child of pre-school age. 

Child training by radio is a new ven­
ture of the state college of home econ­
omics at Ithaca. Talks on child be­
havior and methods of dealing with 
children are lieing broadcast twice 
weekly at 2:40 p. m. on Monday and 
Thursday from station 'WGY at Schen 
ectady. There are ten talks in the 
series. 

The college'has planned the series 
to show mothers what can be done in 
the home to help children develop in 
the right way both physically and 
mentally. Teachers at the college say 
even very young children should help 
in the Home^with particular attention 
to their attitude toward the work, 
After the right attitudes-is established 
they say the difficulty lies in keeping 
the child from doing too much. 

Child health and preventable dis 
.eases will be discussed, ay well as sug 
gestions for meeting the peculiarities 
of child behavior. One talk p\XL deal 
with character building in thV home; 
and others will cover gaimes, music, 
and stories. 

Copies of the talks may be obtained 
free after they have been broadcast, 
by writing to the college of home ec 
onomics at Ithaca. 

The schedule follows: February 18, 
Stories and dramatization of stories 
for children under'six; .February 22, 
Music and games for the child under 
school age; February 26, Character 
building in the home; March 1, Idiosyn 
crasies of childhood and how to meet 
them -.

Carthage Has .Man Who Turns Out 
Popular Decorations 

Carthage has a man who can turn 
out ship models of the type so pop­
ular just now for household decora­
tion. He is J. R. Tracy, and he is 
displaying five models in the window 
of a store there. They include a 
mode of the Pinto of Caumbus time 
n schooner of 1865, a gondola, a 
steam taw boat and a lake boat. 

Contrary to the usual ship model, 
these models are in half and mount 
ed in relief on a placque or board. 
This background is painted in col­
ors in a representation of the water 
and! sky and with the colors used on 
the models renders a realistic and 
striking effect. 

Mr. Tracy docs the entire work in 
eluding' the working out of the mo 
dels bv hand and the painting him 
self. Not only that but it is said 
that every part of the models and 
rigging are true to scale in sine and 
proporation. 

Mr. Tracy has proclivities, for this 
work and has previously made small 
models of mills machines and other 
subjects. He is familiar with nauti 
cal subjects having been many years 
a sailor as well as his father before 
him. He can turn his hands to 
many things and of late yeaxs-^hen 
able to work has been employed as 
Co. monumental works.

CIVIL W^R VETERAN HAD 
LONG AND HONORABLE 

SERVICE RECORD 

Norwood, Feb 17—-Two of the three 
surviving CivM war veterans bf this 
village attended the funeral services 
of the late Oel B. Austin, 84, who died 
at his home in Cedar street Tuesday, 
following art illness of several rr.jonths. 
Services were held from the home at 
2 p.jn. Thursday. Members of Cfark-
Robinson post of the American Legion 
also attended, 

Mr. Austin was born in the town-
ship.of Potsdam, May 16, 1842, son 
of the late Norman Austin and Lucin 
da Towle Austin. His parents, who 
came here fr6ni~Vermont^ were pioneer 
settlers of this Section and the locality 
calld Austin Ridge near Madrid was 
cleared and settled by them.' He at­
tended the district schools and the 
select school at Norwood. 

Mr. Austin was a vteran of the Civil 
war, having; served three years with 
the Union army. He enlisted at N'oi 
wood and was mimered into service 
** AB»fw,i(l. % w Amiiwt,««. iiafw., 
Volunteer Bfftorttry. He was transfer 
red May 10, 1863, to Company C, 121 
st regiment, 'Bftw York Vihmteer In­
fantry, later detached from company 
and regiment and asigned to brigade 
headquarters and served as a musician 
at headquarters from May 1863, until 
honorably discharged June 25, 1865. 

'The duties of a soldier were required 
bf a musician and Mr. Austin saw ser 
vice in many battles including the 
seige of Yorktown, West Point, Va., 
Seven 'Days Battle before Richmond, 
Battle of Antietam, Gettysburg, Rap­
pahannock Station, Mine Run, Wilder 
hess, Cold Harbor, Petersburg, Fort 
Stevens, Winchester, Fishers HiM, 
Cedar Creek, Fall of Petersburg, Ap­
pomattox and General Lee's surrender 
April 12 to 20 He niarcKed from! Burk-
esvflle Junction to near Danville, N. C. 
to assist Sherman against Johnston. 
He was discharged at Halls Hill, Va. 

Mr. Autin was amited in marira,ge 
to Miss Luica L. Erwin, niece of the 
late Senator Zallman Erwin of New 
York state, on December 20,1865. To 
them were bom five children, a son 
who died in infancy, Gertrude 'L., Em­
ily L., and 'Erwin N. Mrs. Lucia Er­
win Austin died April 2£, 1907. 

Mr. Austin was' on extensive reader 
and was one of the most progressive 
fanmt owners in this vicinity following 
his service in the army and carried on 
farming according to new methods 
as they developed. He was one of the 
members of the first band fqrmiecl in 
Norwood, playing an aitohorn.V He xvas 
a members of Priest's post, G. A. R. 

On August 20; 1909, he married Miss 
Ifrancis E: Perry of Cambridge, Mass., 
who surives. Besides his wife, he is 
survived by one sister, Mrs. Frank 
Smith or Potsdam and two brothers 
Edson Austin and Henry Austin, three 
daughters, Mrs. John Pringle, Miss 
Gertrude Austin, all of 'Norwbod, Mrs 
James Hall of Watertown and one son, 
Erwin -N., of Morristown, N. ' Y.
