The only other con­
test was for the collectorship. Mrs. 
Minerva Sanders, defeating Emmet C. 
Smith for the position. 

There was a large attendance at the 
caucus over three hundred ballots be­
ing cast. C. E. Havwood presided as 
chairman. Dr. F. T. Swan and H. H. 
Fav were secretaries, and G. R. Morse 
P B. Murphy and H. M. Smith, tellers 
There was such a large, attendance 
that adjournment was made to the 
town hall. 

Levi L. Rogers nominated C. H. Sis­
son for president, and C. A. MurpKy 
nominated G. C. Lewis. Count of the 
ballots showed 160 for Lewis and 141 
for Sisson.

It Will Be Equipped To Make Pow­
dered Milk. Report Cost Is $200,-
000. Plan Station At Eben 
Too. 

TTte Dairynrnts fieaguc will' tiegltt 
construction of a plant in this village 
just as soon as weather conditions per 

/mit in the spring. Announcement to 
this effect was made the past week by 
M. Hi Streeter of 'Gouverneur, county 
president and League director. The 
plant will be, built on a site owned by 
the League in Pine street on the rail­
road .near the Bullard Cream Com­
pany. 

•The new plant will.probably be of 
brick construction. No figures as to 
it's cost were given out_by League 
officials, but it was said, unofficially, 
that it would (probably mean an ex­
penditure of around two hundred 
thousand dollars. It is planned to have, 
the plant in operation next year. 

It will be equipped to handle fluid 
milk for shipment to New York and a 
siding will be constructed from the 
•n-jain line of the New York Central to 
permit of setting out of cars for this 
purpose. The plant will also be equip 
ped to make powdered milk. This 
will permit it to take care of the ex­
cess milk brought to it during the 
f Jush months of milk production. Plans 
for the plaiuVare in charge of A J . 
Vrooman of New York City, chief en-1 
gineer for the League who was in 
town last week for the purpose of 
looking over the site. 

The League.also plans at this time 
to provide a plant Or shipping station 
of some kind at Eben, details of 
which have not yet beta worked out. 
It also plans a couple of plants' or 
stations in Franklin county, it is under 
stood, although League officials here 
would not confirm this report, stating 
it was out of their jurisdiction. It is 
reported these proposed,., plants "are be 
ing considered for IBombay and Lost 
Nation. 

Mr. Streeter said here that it is the 
intention ' of ' the League to retire, 
starting at once the series "'A" League 
certificates at'99 and/accrued interest. 
These certificates are not due until 
May 1,1927 but the League finds itself 
able to take them up now and intends 
to do so. The. "A" series was issued 
in 1922.'. They were issued in lieu of 
notes and given members in payment 
of a small percentage of irilk pay­
ments, the sum thus accumulated be­
ing used to finance the construction 
and purchase of the milk plants which 
the League has erected and taken over. 
Six*per cent has always been paid on 
these certificates. 

Mr. Streeter said that League offic­
ials hoped that some construction 
would come out of the big get-to­
gether meeting planned for Utica 
March 3rd, at which several hundred 
dairymen are expected to gather.

The Rounder, writing in the Can 
ton Plaindealer says: 

If I ami; correctly informed it look's 
as though something may "break" 
soon in Potsdam, I am told that Com 
misr.ioner Graves, of the state educa­
tion department, proposes to divorce 
the Normal School from the High 
School. I do not know what arrange­
ments between the state and the Pots 
dam High School lire except that the 
High School now functions in the Nor 
mal and that under a contract, this ar­
rangement can be continued six years 
longer unless Potsdam decides to can­
cel it. • „ 

I am told that Commissioner GravesJ 
is working for the cancellation of the 
contract, so that the high school will 
function as a separate unit. This in 
itself is ndt strange. Every town 
with a' high jichool*manages it, housed 
in its own building, until other ar­
rangements are made, and this ar 
rangement between Potsdam and the 
state is the only one of the kind I 
know of. — 

The thing of interest and importance 
is not any divorce of the two institut­
ions, but what may follow. I was told 
last-summer that this movement was 
under way and that' certain Potsdam 
citizens were actively engaged in an; 
effort to bring about the divorce. One 
would, naturally think that any ar-. 
rangement with the state would be for 
the benefit of the Potsdam taxpayers. 
Taking his view it would seetiu strange 
that any Potsdam citizen would be 
interested in bringing about a change. 

•But my informant gave me what he 
said was the "real- dope." He said 
that the state probably would not re­
new the contract after the expiration 
and that Potsdam would then have to 
erect a high school. He said that-those 
advocating a change felt that it should 
be at least started while there was yet 
time to build and perfect plans.' 

So far everything looked reasonable 
and businesslike,'' but when my infor­
mant went farther and said that it 
was proposed to take advantage of a 
state law and consolidate the surround 
ing rural school districts around Pots 
dam with Potsdam, and make qne dis 
trict of them, I wondered what the 
rural disricts would think about it. 

I wonder how many people know 
exaclv what the present law regarding 
consolidation is. Here is something 
that has cpf-ne to my desk very re­
cently, as follows:

The New York train due Here a« 9!3<f 
bringing New York and Buffalo sleep 
eia and mail was wrecked about 5:40 
Thursday morning at Castorland, sev­
en miles from Lowville in a head-on 
collision with a freight train. William 
Bell of Utica, engineer, • and J- 'S. 
Quinn, Ogdensburg, both on' the passes 
ger train, were killed. Several pass- ' 
engers were injured, none seriously. 
The freight engine' crews,—r-there were 
two engines on tHe' freight—saved 
themselves by, jumping. The wreck 
was caused 'by Bell's failure to heed . 
his orders to meet the freight at Cai -' 
torland. The freight had halted an-1' 
was preparing to take the switch 
when the passenger train crashed into 
it. 

The passenger train consisted of 
baggage, express and mail cars, a com 
bination car, day coaches and three 
Pullman sleepers, one from /New York 
to Ogdensburg, one from New Yor'i ' 
to Massena i\nd one frcfrc! (Buffalo to 
Massena. There »vere thirty-six pas! 
engers,, most of them from northern' 
New York on the train. 

Dr. Grant C. Madili of Ogdensburg 
noted suregon, was asleep in a berth 
in' the rear sleeper. In the upper ber 
th over him was W. H. Factau of Yon -

kers,' Pullman porter, who' had just 
finished his tour of duty and had climb 
ed into the vacant berth for a mo­
ment's rest. The impact of the crash 
threw" him from hi?, berth on to the^

In a dazed condition, he heard the 
terrifying screams fcf a woman com. 
ing from nearby. As hi struggled to 
his feet andVsteatdiedy hi|n-.lsejf, Tfs. 
Madili, blood floVing^from cuts about 
the neck and head climbed from his 
berth. 

The Pullman porter and Dr. Madili,. 
half attired, rushed into the woman's 
wash room, from which the screams . 
fame, and there found Mrs. H. F. Dil­
lon i.f New York City.-who was appar­
ently badly injured about the-face and 
•ihouldors. , 

Mrs. Dilhiii had been hni'leti against 
; ht'wan'.of the wash room, by the Suva? 
ii the crash, and blood was streaming 
from her numerous cuts and t»-Uises 

Dr. Madili hurried back to his.bcrt! 
md got his medical kit. Mrs. Dillcr. 
was the first one to receive his atten­
tion. He gave her first aid and ther 
.lurried along the aisle relieving others 
who were injured. > " 

Working by the light of a train-
.nan's lantern, only) half clad, the cele­
brated si.,'rer.n worked like a trojan, 
binding v.i an injury here giving a 
word of cdirtfort there and soothing 
the hysteria of the women passengers 

Mrs. R. E. Mairs and her four-year-
old son, residents of New Jersey, roe'e; • 
veil first aid. They were both injurec' 
about the head and shoulders frotr 
being thrown against the. head of, theii, 
births. 

J. A. South wick, address unknown, 
was found to be only slightly hurt, 
but suffering from shock. 

fheda V. Graves, of <Jouverneur, re 
presenting the first district of St. Law 
rence in the assembly and Mr. Graves 
were on the train. They escaped with 
bruises. 

The three porters all suffered minor 
injuries. They were C. H. 'Davis, por 
ter on the Ogdensburg-sleeper, B. B, -
Overton, porter on the Massena slecp-
•»r, and E. M. Buster, porter on the ' 
Massena-Buffalo sleeper. 

Most of those sustaining injuries 
were found to be cut about tho head 
and shoulders. The passengers were 
-deeping with their heads facing the 
locomotive and when the crash came 
they were hurled first against the foot'^ 
boards and then back into the head 
boards. 

The wrecking train from Watertown 
arrived shortly after 10. Work was 
immediately started to clear away the 
track. . Acetylene torches were used to 
cut through the twisted iron and steel.. 

No track was torn* up hy the colli* 
ion and railroad officials were in hopes 
of having the wreck cleared away and. 
the track onened late in the afternoon. 

The baggage car, which was next to 
the locomotive of the passenger train, 
was thrown, off the traik to the left.i . 
The forward truck of the mail car was. 
derailed. None of the other cars was 
derailed. '
