The People of tlie State of New 
York, represented in Senate and As­
sembly, do enact as follows: 

Sectton 1, SiBiftion one hundred fttfd 
fwe»*y-eiSfht and one hundred and 
•twenty-nine ofvftie laws of nineteen 
hundred and nine, e'ntitled "An act re­
lating to education, constituting chap­
ter sixteen of the consolidated laws," 
as • amended by~cEa-i)te»-one hundred 
and forty of the laws of nineteen hun­
dred and "ten, are hereby repealed. 

2. This" act shall take effect im­
mediately. 

Sections 128 and 1'iO of the educa­
tion law are the sections which pro­
vide for compulsory education. The 
wnole force of Ihe education depart­
ment will undoubtedly be focused on 
an effort to see ttiat this bill does not 
pass. 

The possible situation at Potsdamis 
a good illustration of what can Ibe 
done under the present law. K CtM-
missioned Graves does not care to 
force a consolidation of districts:; if he 
does not care to have his hand appear 
in it, he can delegate the job of bring 
ing it to pass to a fev; in Potsdam. 
They can do a l ink work and call a 
.meeting, in Pqtsdam. of all the sohool 
illMMM^.mnJiwttWiu' iltUfc t'HMJnTWrtJfli;. 
Potsdam* wiMi' lis huge papulation 
could out-vote all the districts combin­
ed. 

Just why would Potsdam probably 
do this? Hero is the'idbo. If Pots­
dam has to build a high school it i s j 
?oing to cost a lot of money. The ex­
pense would have to be borne fcy the 
schooL district in Potsdam. If taxable 
property to pay the small increased 
'ost of building a large building a 
little larger, to provide for the convpar 
atively small rural attendance, Pots 
dam could be easily, prevailed upon to 
turn out in large numbers and outvote 
the whole countryside. 

Not only would Potsdam thus pro-
Vide for financial assistance in paying 
"or any enlarged building, but she 
^•ould have provided assistance in pay 
'ng for a very considerable' portion 
af the building she, would have to build 
inyway. 

But actually this is a comparatively 
rmall part of the benefit to Potsdam 
for in addition she would have insured 
more property to tax for the annual 
support of her school. It would mean 
centralizing all /school activities in 
Pofsdam. It would bring more children 
and more money- into Potsdam. It 
would probably be a-splendid thing in 
every way for Potsdam. 

Of course Potsdam o»-!~li 'in favr? 
of the consolidation would endeavor to 
convince the rural people that the 
change would be gpod^for them. They 
Would tell'thiMi iba^ thy state, would 
pay a portion of tlie cu-t of the big 
new building if the ^districts consoli­
dated, and that it would pay twic§ as 
much per teacher as it would to the 

^teachers in tlie unconsolidated dis-
niT^trictA and that it would pay half the 

transportation costs.under the present 
laws, dnd that with all fhis state as-

jftapce their taxes wouU probably 
notbe any greater than they are ifaw 
in unconsolidated districts. 

That of course is probably not so, 
but very Jar from it. -But "just what 
are some of the objections to chapters 
128-130? Paternalism for one.thing, 
the reaching out and --grasping, the 
taking from the people the'manage­
ment of things, the'centralization of 
many linits into a few units controlled 
from "Albany. In other words, auto­
cracy, the taking from the people the 
right to have a voice in the things 
they can be compelled, and will be com 
pclled to pay for. Another objection 
is that,the law is a "blanket law. It 
applies^to all parts of the state. Con­
solidation, with its accompanying en­
forced transportation, might work in 
sa:r.-e section^ and not in -others, like 
in the Adirondack regions. Another 
objection is the terrific power the law 
vests in the large .district. Fifteen 
men in a large district like Potodum, 
can call a meeting, pack It with voters 
and absolutely dictate to all fccJother 
districts, force them To come « o the 
consolidation. . \ 

And as for the money part-of it.
