Cuba has vast resources, but it 
neids American capital and business 
mot hod* to deveolop them, in • the 
opinion of Hoy F. Hall well known 
Clarkson College graduate now divi­
sion engineer of Division No 7 of vhe 
Now York State- Highway depart­
ment who returned to Watertown 
from a month's trip to Cuba where 
he helped lay out a program »"or 
building of 7J10 mile system of im­
proved roads at an estimate cost of 
$100000.000. 

"Cuba needs a greater diversity of 
crops it needs roads to carry on 
commerce and to bring its people in 
closer touch with each other and it 
needs capital to develop th'e re-
sou ices that await the touch of big 
Imsiness methods" said.Mr. Hall. 

" Cuba devotes itself largely to 
the growing of sugar cane. Some 
fruit is grown but it is of poor qual 
buy then. The rubber industry is.be 
ity Better 'oranges- an-i grapefruit 
;.re available h«ire than v>e ,could 
ifiimitflf: to ;(UVnet' life aruwtUiil df 
the Cubans and they are talking of 
going into the rubber business. 
They have good soil and can grow 
almost anything bu'. before they can 
ever get very far they have got to 
have roads and better methods of 
transportation. 

Personal travel in Cuba when you 
set away from Havana is by train 
or horseback- There are a few miles 
or roads around Havana about 100 
miles and then there are no roads. 
Our party of 18 which included en­
gineers and contractors of this 
state and New Jersey was split up 
into smaller groups and each group 
traveled over a stretch of territory 
to observe conditions. 

"Our group traveled in a Ford car 
but many times we got out and walk 
td because it was impossible to ride 
in the machine. We followed routes 
through territory where an automo­
bile had never been seen before. 
Travel was by horseback and in the 
wet season one horse had -stepped 
into the tracks of the one that went 
over the trail before with a result 
that there were holes from six to 
twelve inches deep. Imagine a car 
jogging over that kind of a road. 
Many streams were without bridges 
and w'e had to get across the best 
we could. 

"The natives of one village know 
nothing of those in the next. We 
stopped in villages to inquire of road 
conditions leading to a place 25 or 
30 miles away and could not find a 
person-who had ever been to that 
neighboring village. 

"Big cumbersome two wheeled 
bull wagons are the means of haul­
ing -the'., ca>ne. Those wwagons cut 
deep/ruts, and that is the road

""No concrete roads have been 
bult n Cuba yet.. Sand s' scarce and 
stone * is soft The few miles of 
road they have fiow\aw macadam. 
Before they can go ahtad with the 
road building program they will 
have to secure more locomotive and 
car equipment for their railroaJs. 
They want to build the whole sys­
tem in three years- and -that will re­
quire a. mammoth plant. More Tail 
road equipment will be) needed to 
transport the-machinery and mater­
ial necessary to build the highways 

"Labor is cheap in Cuba but much 
will have to be imported to build the 
roads. Oane cutters and they are 
the principle laborers of the island, 
receive about $1.75 a day. To build 
the roads much labor.will have to be 
imported and that will have to be 
Spanish."

The pulp mill of the Racquette 
River Paper Company at Hewittville 

.was completely destroyed by fire 
which is believed to have started 
from a short circuit in an electric 
generator about 9 last Wednesday 
morning. Firemen from the Norwood 
and Potsdam departments aided the 
Racket River department of Union-
ville in fighting w e blaze, which, how­
ever, had such a start in the big 
wooden mill that little could be done 
toward saving i t . 

Joe Henry on duty operating the 
generator which was used for power 
and light purposes -discovered the fire 
He had left the generator room a 
few minutes to go to another part 
of the mill when'he heard a snap­
ping in the generator roar, and run 
ning back, he found it in flames. 

Henry gave the alarm and the 
whistle of the Unionville mill was 
blown. The Hewittville mill had a 
fire ,pmrfp whkth was started The 
I&Wte i 8 w r dfejWWMtt'tft' mtdet* c'.ltlcf 
ttulllgatfwa* soon on the scene, but 
it was evident that additional help 
was needed and aid was asked from 
Norwood and Potsdam. Noiwood sent' 
it's Reo pumper and this village, the 
new American-LaFrance pumping en­
gine, which made a quick run by way 
of Unionville. 

tBoth pumpers took .suction from 
holes cut in the ice on tne Racket 
river. The machines were driven out 
onto the ice which was over two 
feet thick in the pond, south of the 
mill. Norwood furnished two lines 
and IPotsdam three. It was the first 
trial of the local crtachine at an ac­
tual fire and the engine performed 
most,- satisfactorily, pumping ipf 
abobt two and a half hours. Hovy-
ever, the roof "of the mill had gone 
in before the: pumpers arrived. A big 
pile of ground wood pulp just west 
of the mill was beginning to blaze 
and this was saved. There was 850 
tons < in the Tnle -valued at thirty 
thousand dollars. 

"The Hewittville mill had three 
grinders, located in the basement. 
Streams of water were played on 
them and it is possible they can be 
salvaged. The mill and it's equip-
ihsured. Besides the grinders, there 
ment was yalued at $80,000, fully 
were six water wheels in the base­
ment, two used for driving electric 
generators,,one for the mill machin­
ery ahd the others for the grinders. 
There'were also various pumps in 
the basement and two new grinder 
stones. . The condition of all this mach 
inery has not yet been determined 

On the fc£un floor of theTnill were-
twb electric generators, three wet 
machines, two' centrifugal screens and 
one Jordan save-all' together with 
pulp wqod'and stock, conveyors. All 
this machinery is probably^a^jtotal 
loss. -On the third . floor, was lo^ 
cated all the transmission machin­
ery belts and shafting and pulleys 
and various supplies. This floor was 
also a total loss. Officials of the 
company said yesterday that they 
werejnot. determined yet. on whether 
or not they would rebuild, tne mill. 
F. T. E, Sisson, manager of the' com­
pany ViU confer with- G. W. Sisson 
Jr., the president in New York this 
week in connection with the matter. 

The mill was originally a ) saw 
milL It was built in the eighties by 
the late Luke Usher of this village, 
when lumbering operations on the 
Racket were at their height. The 
Paper Company bought it some years 
ago and remodeled , i t into a pulp 
milL Some valuable water power and 
riparian' rights went with the prop­
erty. ,
