department to separate the high 
schools'from the state Normals where-
ever they are operated in unison, as is 
the case at Potsdam; Geneseo, and 
Brockport. 'Locally the very substan­
tial growth of the 'Normal is also a 
factor, making i t imperative to pro­
vide Imtore room tf the Normal is to 
grow and prosper., Mr. Cubley argued 
•chat any growth jot the. Normal.was 
good for Potsdam and every means 
should be taken "to stimulate this 
growth, not stifle it. 

Of the exact details of any proposed 
change, definite, statement cannot be 
made at this thne, but roughly, it 
means the erection of a high school 
building at a cost of $200,000. Housing 
o i t h e grades and the present junior 
high school might be in the -Normal 
building and the present Main street 
school. 

Dr. R. T. Congdon followed Mr. Cub 
ley. Dr. Congdon had a number of 
charts which showed the growth of the ] 
Normal, and its present crowded condi j 
tion. Dr. Congdon stiessed the point! 
that the Normal will benefit in increas 
ed appropriations if the village oper­
ates its own higil school because th'e" 
feeling now prevalent at Albany will 
•be done away with^ namely, that 
Potsdam is receiving too much for the 
money it pays. < 

Hon. E. A. Everett, of the Normal 
trustees spoke,-wicing the sentiments' 
of those who believe the state should 
be made to live up to the letter of its 
contract. 

"Wc have inherited here an educa­
tional condition: second to hone in the 
State of Nw/ York and\ everything 
*hould w o r k e r the Benefit)of Pots­
dam, the»State and-the Normal," said 
Mr. Evferett. "When Mr. Thompson 
came to Potsdam the graduating class 
numbered 37 and during his regime the 
number rose to 100. Should wc aban 
don this growth and that since? 
Should >ve abandon the $97,000. given 
at the time of the organization of the 
'Normal'on the provision that an aca­
demic department should be forever 
maintained therein? If we do aban­
don this pledge we are entitled to our 
$2,000,000. Give us back our money 
wony back with interest, a matter of 
to which we are justly if not legally 
entitled." The action was voted by 
the legislature and has never been 
•repealed. The present legislature does 
not understand the matter. Above all 
we do not want to curtail the Normal 
^hoo l but when Albany wanted a 
model plant here they not only made 
the present contract -with District No. 
8 but built nt into the new Normal 
building by changing the plans thereof 
to both these contracts. Give us back 
TheSe are the reasons We are entitled 
our money and we will build our own 
school. But shall we abandon these 
rights?" 

"Other communities should not com 
plain of what tPotsdam jiays in taxes 
because they have not paid what Pots 
dam did originally -to secure such a 
condition.as exists here. The tax of a 
man in a community is according to 
the-local condition in that community 
»«d so ft is here. Everybody should 
get fair treatment and a fair deal. : 

"We don't believe I t is necessary to 
•give Up these contracts. Urider a Dem 
pcratic (Jovernor we secured $250,1 
for the Potsdam Normal. Don't aban 
don our grandfathers' inheritance. 
When the authorities and the legisln-' 
ture knew the fact* before they chang!
