CATCH ESCAPED CONVICT

Lawrence Hawthorne, escaped Dan­
nemora convict who was caught at San 
Franebeo Tuesday, endured great suf­
fering on his -trek through the moun­
tains to liberty. 

According to his story to the police 
he lived for 18 days on twelve slices 
of bread after he fled from the T,. B. 
hospital yard in Clinton county by 
scaling the wall and vanishing into 
the woods on September 20,1921. The 
twelve pieces of bread, he said, he had 
smuggled into his shirt at three meals 
in the prison camp just prior to his es­
cape. This was the only food he could 
secrete without attracting the notice 
#f the guards. 

Half starved, he wandered for 31 
days in the Adirondack mountains, on 
several occasions being nenrly frozen 
to death. ... 

Hawthorne appeared proud of his ac 
compHshments and the manner in 
which he had faced what he termed 
"tremenduous hardships." 

Hawthorne said he met his wife in 
Los Angeles by pre-arrangement. He f 
has admitted burglary of the Bilflrore 
Hotel in Los Angeles and police believe 
he has perpetrated a long string else­
where.
