make it an intoxicating beverage. In 
this ease the Federal-Judge' ruled that" 
this was a violation of the law but 
the jury saw otherwise. 

"Under the law there is' no'way to 
stop the sale of grapes or-the sale of 
grape juice," said Mr. Lowman. "Afr 
ter the grape Juice ferments it is 
wine. People who make flieir own wine
