So long as fear, jealously, 
cupidity, pugnacity and kindred in­
stincts and emotions are permitted to 
dominate in the human breast, just 
so long will there "be war and rumors 
of war." 

In his conclusion the speaker 
warned against the breaking of the 
policy of isolation advocated by Wash­
ington. "The United States,"" said he, 
"by virtue of its position and neigh, 
bors, has no need^fqr. entering into en 
tangling allmncesVith European pow 
era; .It is only by conserving its 
strength and resources .through the 
avoidance of war that it can preserve 
the/position of power and dignity 
which it_ now has—and it is because 
of its strength and material-resources' 
that the United States today is en­
abled by the mere voicing of a policy, 
to .make the policy function! It may 
be said that United States, thru the 
splendor of its isolation, has become 
the Peacemaker of the World. I t 
may also be said that an unarmed, 
peacemaker is a futile one; therefore 
l i e continuance of an adequate army, , . „ „
