The house and store of Fred R. 
Trombely. were totally destroyed with 
all their contents entailing a loss of 
at least $16,000. Two other houses 
belonging to Mr. Trombley, one a 
tenement house in which four families 
lived and another-house occupied by 
Wilfred, a ; son Of the owner-of the 
store caught several times- and it was 
only by . the nerculean, work of the 
combined Morrisonville and Platts-
burg fire, departments that they were 
not also destroyed. 

The fire yhich was discovered at 
about 1:30 in the morning was 
evidently "started in a.shed at the rear 
of the stjwe. So rapidly did i t spread 
that Trofiifcleyj|*isivifa,v lsnk *nd 
grandson* ivhtf wereTtleejJMtf'iii the| 
house at the t ime had barely time to 
escape in their night clothes., 

Donald Lavigne of Morrisonville 
discovered the' fire and aroused the 
Trombley family.. The Plattsburg 
fire department was called and mem­
bers started for Morrisonville .where 
their truck Was also placed upon the 
bridge with the Morrisonville truck 
and began pumping from the river. 
In an incredibly short space of time 
the Trombley building was a seeth­
ing mass of flame and the fpur-family 
tenement house was in serious danger, 
fire having caught onit several times.

ESC A IMC PUNISHMENT, 
SAYS JUDGE. 

With two murder ca-:c-. ' i the 
office of District Attorney ..Ielvin 
P. Kinkley 6f Jefferson county at the 
trial term iof Supreme -Court, which 
convened la^t week, Justice Ed­
ward N . Smith endeavored to im­
press upon the igrand jury the nec­
essity of giving the criminal mat-
tens presented the most thorough 
consideration. 

"During the last l ew years five 
persons In this county charged with 
murder have escaped punishment." 

4 said Justice Smith. -"He continued 
with his charge to the new grand 
jury expaining their rights and du­
ties most carefully, pointing out 
that they should not indict persons 
who are innocent, but a t the same 
time should be sure to indict those 
Who are guilty.' He told them, that 
they were masters of the situation 
amci that the district attorney's force 
Were their servants. 

"I am trying to awaken you to 
the situation that you should pro­
tect society to the highest possible 
^degree,". Justice Smith eaid. 

J. Alton Wood of Ellisburg was 
selected foreman and Lewis fe. Ives 
of. Watertown, assistant foreman of 
the grand jury, which will consider 
about 40; criminal cases. 

Due to the tfaot that two of the 
cases involve first degree murder 
charges as the result of the f o o t ­
ing of Josephine Lanni to death in 
a room in the Hotel Hardiman, in 
Watertown, about a month ngo. and 
to the finding of the body of Fred 
Gardner in an ash pile near Thomas 
Settlement, where he had been buried 
after having been shot, it will require 
at least two w;eeks before a report is 
handed up, District Attorney Kinkley 
said. " '

recurrence of such incidents in 
city of Plattsburg. 

I believe* that the shooting last 
night calls upon me to do everything 
in my power to make a recurrence of 
It impossible. Mr. Doucette was in 
no. way connected with the automobile 
which these officers were attempting 
to stop and was in every sense of the 
word innocent of any violation of law. 
I understood, of course, thaf the bul­
let was not intended for him or fo» 
the car which he had been driving1,1 

but this fact only makes it more clear 
that the shooting was either promis­
cuous or the act of a'man-utterly un­
fit to handle a gun. In my opinion, 
the only way to adequately protect 
the citiiens of the city is to absolutely 
prohibit similar shootings in the 
future. 

Under the circumstances, I would 
greatly appreciate it if you would ad­
vise me at once concerning the follow­
ing matters i--

(1) Have you authority to issue 
ah order directing the men under you 
not to shoot at automobiles which 
they are pursuing within the limits 
of the city of Plattsburg? -
