He" remained in his em­
ploy until Septeratber 23, 1884* when 
be went to Wejrk for Steward Thomas, 
a prosperous iarrner, living nearer 
Belleville on the game road. During 
his period of employment at the home 
of Hazel, he paid some attention to 
Alta Hazel, a daughter of Charles 
Hazel of Rutland, and a niece of Jesse 
Hazel and who did not live at her 
home becqusVtf a disagreement with 
a step-mother. 

On Wednesday;evening October 8, 
1884, VanSchaick'was at the Thomas 
residence and niinbtinced his intention 
of retiring.
