Another favorable point regarding 
the employed boy attending part-
time school is that he is willing to 
work. The study shows that less 
than 01 per cent of the boys Report­
ing had never worked. This also' 
compares favorably With older - age 
employed groups. In this connec­

JFhe percentage1 continties-to Tiseas-
more grades are-completed. .Fifty-
five per cent of boys comolettng 
three years high school had held 
only one job. These percentages 
show the close connection between 
education and the number of jobs 
a ^oy poliig, out into industry will. 
hold. It is evident" from this study 
that the schooling the boy. receives 
in the upner grades gives Mtn a 
market value which) enables him to 
«ecu>e a better job thaii 3oeS fh& 
hov who leaves school in the lower 
grades.
