As' an 
undergraduate, he taught for two 
terms in St. Lavirrence county and 
after graduation taught a year in 
Wisconsin. 

He was admitted to the bar in 1877 
and practiced law in White SulpiiV 
Springs, Mont,'in the late seventies,, 
Returning to Potsdam, he opened a 
law office here and continued to- prac­
tice until two years ago, when he/re­
moved to Schenectady. He was as­
sociated for soine yfears With Judge 
Clarence S. Ferris, now deputy state 
attorney generOt, and more' latterly 
had been assocated with-Howard R. 
Sanfotd .Under the firm name' of 
Thompson arid Sanford.
