BOUM through in* tfiw iSigliam'l 
states to Boston, 'ilie shrewd capi­
talists of the latter city had the saga­
city to see the great advantage which 
their own section would derive"Troin 
such a line, opening to them, as it 
was believed, the undeveloped wealth 
of Northern New York and the n t h 
grain-producing states of the west. 

Railroad meetings were held in 
Clinton, St. Lawrence and Franklin 
counties and the citizens of Platts-
burg are said to hava taken hold of the: 
matter enthusiastically hoping that by 
this means they would be able to se­
cure a direct connection with the'east­
ern markets and understanding, a s 
thay did from the first, that the east­
ern terminus of the line would be in 
Plattsburg.
