Feby 15th marked the 57th anni­
versary of the diocesa of Ogdens­
burg. It was erected b / His Holi­
ness Pius IX,. Feb. 15, 1872. Prior 
to that date the northern area was 
a. part cf the diocese of Albany. ' 

The diocese of Ogdemsburg conn-
prises the counties o"f Lewis, Jeffer 
son, St. Lawrence, Franklin, Clin­
ton and Essex and parts cf the 
counties of Hamilton and....Herki­
mer. The first bishop w»s Rt.'Hev:' 
Edgar P, Wadhams, D. D., wfibwas 
consecrated at Albany May 6, 1872. 
He died Dec. 5, 1891. The sec­
ond bishop was Et. Rev. Henry 
Gabriels, D. D., who was consecrat­
ed May 5, 1892, and died April 23, 
1921. His successor, Rt- Rev. Jos­
eph H. Cowroy^ D. D., LL.D., pres­
ent bishop of Ogdensburg, was. or­
dained June 11, 1881; consecrated 
auxiliary bishop of Ogdensburg M*y 
1, 1918, and succeeded to the see 
Nov. "21, 1921. 'Bishop Conroy is a 
native of Watertown. 

Rt. Rev. Phileas S. Garaind, D. D.
