Sint^ 
then, troopers had traced him to 
Plattsburg and lost track cif him af­
ter that He is believed to have 
walked to Port DougUss and then 
crossed over the lake on the ice. 

LaGrave who has already been 
convicted of three felony charge 
waa waiting the acton of the 
Franklin county grand jury on a 
charge of burglary when he mao.e 
his escape. He will also he charg­
ed with jail breaking upon being 
returned to Halone.
