The Plattsburgh Normal «vas re­

cently destroyed by fire. TheDepart- t 
ment of Education, the regents an­
nounced, proposes to transfer the 
commercial course from that school to 
the State College; for Teachers at 
Albany, but believes that there is 
need for a normal School in the Platts-
burg section for the preparation of 
city, village and rural elementary 
school teachers. The destroyed struc­
ture.housed approximately 400. 

The Education. .Department will 
recommend that jfee Geneseo State 
Normal School boBdrhg which was 
declared "by far the poorest normal 
school building in the state from the 
standpoint of lighting; ventilation, 
heating and fire hatard,'' he replaced 
at-a very early date.
