The Public J&gioeJ&fflPtUgjg»-.|as, i_The season. of_Len^Jnl932LwilI be­
set aside its previous orders for the 

Kalb Junction crossings of the New 
York Central railroad located re­
spectively in the towns of Canton and 
BeKalb, and has adopted a new order 
providing for the elimination of these 
crossings by closing them and dive:tr 
ing traffic to a new marginal highway 
to be constructed on the southeast 
side of the railroad. 

The marginal highway will be con­
structed between the highways ad­
jacent to the two crossings at an esti­
mated cost of $197,700. It will have 
the same type of pavement as the 
present highways. It is estimated that 
.this method of eliminating these cross­
ings -will cost about half of th* 
amount which would be necessary to 
carry out eliminations as previously 
ordered. The marginal highway will 
be about three and a aetf miles long. 

In order to property provide for 1c-

jwill be improved. These roads will be 

[surfaced with macadam to a width sf 
14 feet The new marginal highway 
.will be constructed of reinforced con-' 
crete 20 feet -wide.
