the clerk of the town in which,the dog 
is harbored or kept. No license„can|. 
be issued for less than the full licenie 
fee. The owner of a dog who fails 
to obtain a license as required by law 
is liable to a penalty of a ten dollar 
fine. The fees for licenses are: mare 
dog, $2.25; female clog, $5.25; spayed 
female, f2.26> These amounts include 
the town clerk's fee. 

Enumerators of towns are- required 
by law\to prepare, a list in- January 
of dog owners and to see that each 
has a license. Jack Anable will- take 
the dog census in the village, of Nor­
wood and, Jesse- Weldori in the rest of 
the town, including the village of 
Potsdam. The omission of a name of 
an owner from either of these lists 
will not excuse the owner from ob­
taining a license. If a dog was owned 
last year and is no longeV the prop­
erty of the same owner the town clerk 
must be notified to that effect.
