Railroads of the country have re­
ceived permission from the Interstate 
Commerce Commission to put into ef­
fect the freight rate increases which 
were suggested in its recent deci­
sion on' the carriers' proposal, to in­
crease all' rates by 15 per cent The 
commission expects the increase to 
w* $100,000,000 to $125,000,000 an-
imally. 

1 ae authorisation came in the form 
cf approval of application filed by the 
varisus reads to make the new rates 
effective in less than the statutory 
period of-notice, thirty days. 

The commission agreeing waived 
certain tariff tules to enable the au­
thorised increases to be published in 
master tariffs and supplements, with 
the increases becoming effective in 
less than five days after pubiicarjen.

To avoid complications, the com­

The commission also granted relief 
from the long-and-short hauls provi­
sions of the Interstate Commerce 
act, as far as they would apply toes-
tabrish<nent of the increased charges. 

Under these provisions the carriers 
ere prohibited from collecting a rate 
for a look haul which would exceed 
the aggregate of rates to intermedi­
ate points. They also prohibit the 
collection of rates for a short haul 
which would exceed that for a longer

Thus 134 of the 155 Class 1 roads 
will participate in themarshalmgand 
distributing plan, with one refusing 
such participation and twenty ineli­
gible. 

The commission has expressedtbe

Although a number or roads- are 
not eligible to participate in the plan 
for. rail credit rehabilitation they will 
be allowed, nevertheless, to benefit 
from application of the new rates.
