PULP, PAPER IMPORTS 

Shipments From Canada Increase, 
Dominion Figures Show 

Canadian exports of pulp and paper 
in November were valued at $11,B15,-
397, according to the report of the 
Canadian Pufef* Wood Association. 
This was an, increase of $149,047 over 
the previous month but a decrease of 
$1,558,211 from November in 1930, 
when exports, totaled $18,373,608. 

Wood pulp exports from November 
were valued at $2,674,278 and exports 
of paper at $9|141,144 a s compared 
with $2,644,278 and $9,022,072 respect­
ively for the month of October. 

For the first seleven months of the 
year the exports of pulp and paper 
were valued at...$130,113,638, a de­
crease of $31,995,226' compared with 
the same period in 1930. 

'Exports of wood pulp in the same 
period were, valued at $27,662,241, 
while exports' of paper amounted to 
$102,451,397, as compared with totals 
of $36,482,433 and $126,624,431 re­
spectively in the corresponding eleven 
months of 1930. 

Pulpwood exports for the .first 11 
months of this year were 906,697 
cords, valued at $8,979,141, as com­
pared with 1,266,198 cords valued at 
$12,856,340 in the corresponding 
months of last year. 

SINK NEW SHAFT 

St. Joseph Company Expands 
ations At'Baltnat

The new shaft at the St. Joseph-
ILead Company mine in Balmat has 
now been drilled to a depth of about 
l.SSO- feet. The greater part of the 
work is being devoted to developing 
"tKe*"l6aai*g" pockets- in the shaft. The 
leveling of drifts is also being car­
ried on. No materiaHs being taken 
from the new shaft for work in the 
flotation process mill at this time and 
th* majority of the yield of the shaft 
is being used for filling and grading.

Finding it urgent that he return to 
the Ogdensburg (plant where he could 
give-personaL supervision to the or=-
detf, he set out from Daytona BeaeJi 
on Tuesday,- December 22, at 6 a. m., 
anddriving all alone arrived in Og­
densburg Thursday, December 24, at 
exactly 6 a. m. His epeedometer reg­
istered a total of 1425 .miles, and he 
made the trip, he" said, in exactly 48 
hours, or an average, of a fraction 
less than 30 miles an hour for the en­
tire trip.
