In 
December, 1877, the .mean tempera-, 
tuire was 27 degrees, and with the 4x> 
ceptioh of that month, the last De­
cember was the warmest by 12 de­
gree* of any December in .the ?ast 50 
years.

The United Press says: 
Republican Floor Leader Snell ex­

pressed vigorous opposition to the 
tentative plan of Democratic hou.'ie 
leaders to pass through a tariff re­
vision bill ahead of tax increase leg­
islation. 

"Tax revision should come first,'' 
Snell said. "Thie (people know now 
the-y are going to have their taxes • 
raised' and they should know as .Soon 
as possible how much they will have 
to pay. iBusiness "men, particularly, 
need to know, so as. not. to cause .un­
certainty in making their plans." 
, Snell said, howwer.^that Republi­
cans can do nothing to change the 
pragram as Democrats are in control. 

He criticized the D'em.ocJ»tic pro­
posal to revise present tariff commis-. 
sion prpcedune sd the commission 
would report to Congress instead of 
to the President. Democrats are cou­
pling this proposal with machinery to 
arrange reciprocal tariff agreements 
with foreign nations. —' — 

"This would keep_ the tariff,- con­
stantly -befoEe Congress,", Snell .said. 
"It is much better to have the com­
mission report to the president, wno 
now has authority to raisa or lower 
rates 50 per cent upon the commis-
sion'a recemmindations,", 
J Snell also "criticized the Democrats 
for taking such a course; on thetariff,; 
in view of their repeated criticism, of ' 
the Hawley-Sm'oot act and its rates. " 

"There's only one thing Democrats .-
can do*—and that is to lower the tar­
iff,", he said. "Their speakers have 
gone nip arid dowri the country from 
the. (Atlantic to J i t Pacific coast, de­
manding reducticro, If they are fair 
with thein own people, they must 
bring in a reduction bill. 

"It's up to them now to show how" 
they stand and not to camouflage in 
any way. 

"I'd like to know if they are going 
to reduce the tariff on long_staple cot-
ton," ha added, aiming at southern 
representatives who want protection 
for this product. * 

There are. three reasons, the Re­
publican leader said, why the tax pro­
gram should come before the tariff. 
The people are entitled to know how 
much additional tax they are going to 
pay. They: must make out their re­
ports in the next three months and-
t te^ov^meit t jnegdsjhe revenue.
