GOV. APPOINTS DEMOCRAT

, mencfations to fill vacancies arising in 
the membership of that court. „ While 
no official statement has been irade, 
it was generally understood that the 
designation of Justice Crapser was 
favored byi the Court at this time. 
Governor Roosevelt, regardless of his 
expressed desire for non-partisanship 
in judicial matters, has seen fit to 
name a Democrat who has served but 
two years on the Supreme Court 
bench'as against Justice Crapser, a 
Republican, with ten years of such 
experience. Justice Crapser is at this 
time the dean of thte -Supreme Court 
justices in the fourth judicial district 
and Ms designation to the -Appellate 
Court would have been a fitting rec­
ognition of the judicial service he. has 
already rendered. -
