QUESTIONS OF LIABILITY ARE 
PASSED ON BY 

COURTS T 

Recent court decisions have thrown} 
light oh two questions that have .puz­
zled motorists'for a long time, accord­
ing to Melvin T. Bender, general coun­
sel of the Nev^York State Automobile 
Association. 
, The first situation is where the 
owner of a mbtor vehicle permits his 
wife to drive his car and the jury af­
terwards decides that she has been 
guilty of negligence and that her 
negligence contributed to an accident. 
The question is whether or not the 
owner of theifirst car can recover 
damages from the driver or owner of 

. the second car invoVre* irUfce eoTlisioa. 
The court of appeals has decided 

that such a plaintiff may not recover 
damages against the owner or oper­
ator of the second car which collided 
with {plaintiff's car, driven by plain­
tiff's wife and the defendant driver -J 
the other car were both negligent: 

The second situation arises where a 
man who is driving his own car, and 
has his wife seated with him in the 
car as a passenger, is involved in an 
accident with another car, in which 
case it is proven that both drivers 
were negligent, 

The question" was could the plaintiff 
in this case recover damages from the 
driver of the other car for his wife's 
death, it having been proven that'boih 
plaintiff and defendant were negligent, 
and the husband, in this case, being 
the sole -beneficiary of the judgment. 

The courts have settled this ques­
tion and hold tlwt the plaintiff can re­
cover damages for his wife's death.

• STEAM HEATED STABLE 

PROVES SATISFACTORY 

Dairymen at Cornell University arc 
said t.i have followed the lead of 
Poultrymtn and consulted the weath­
erman before they built the present 
steam heated calf barn at the College 
of Agriculture. Poultrymen found 
that the number of hour- of daylight 
for the bt?t laying months for hen?

dairymen, according to Chailes H. 
Crawford of the college of agriculture 
considered that calves\ grew best in. 
May, June, SepteraberX and October 
ahd wiade the temperature.of the calf 
barn meet'the average temperature 
cf those four months. 

The college's calves had been kept 
in awing of the dairy barn ^or years 
The youngest calves were kept in 
single stalls and the older_x>&s in 
box stalls."The stalls had dirt floors. 
Some goofd calves were grown in \h i s 
barn, Mr. Crawford says, "but* colds 
and pneumonia, and the common calf 
ailments were usually present, es-J 
pecially in winter. 

The ground floor of the new calf 
barn is occupied by eight maternity 
stalls." The second floor is arranged 
for calves. The barn is always dry 
and warm and is kept at about 56 de­
grees Fahrenheit during the winter 
months by a system of steam pipes 
and by forced ventilation, when neces­
sary. Though considered by «some as 
an artificial method, when the barn 
was built, Mr.. Crawford says that the 
first year's use of the bam has been 
satisfactory and that the college has 
never had calves which grew better 
or that they, were as free from di­
sease as this year's crop. 

Few farm-reared calves actually die 
of cold, he says, but many are forced 
to bum their body .reserves to keep 
warm. When this condition is 'Con­
tinued the calf stops gaining- and 
.grows but little. The calf s resistance 
is lowered and is susceptible to di 
seases. Feed, and time and money are 
tost trying to raise calves under such 
conditions. 

-Mr. Crawford does not recommend 
steam heated calf barns for dairymen 
but suggests that dairymen may profit 
from the Cornell experience, with a 
warm, dry barn, and keep their calves 
comfortable by housing them in a 
barn kept warm by older cattle. Ex­
posure 'does not increase resistance to 
disease, but actually low'ers the re­
sistance, is his conclusion. 

Dairymen are invited td inspect the 
new barn and the calf herd' when they 
visit the! College during the annual 
Farm and Home Week February 15 to 
20.
