This will ojfemn an outlay of ap­
proximately $20,000 and the plant will 
be able to handle J.60,000 pounds of 
milk per' day. • 

The new equipment is made neces­
sary by the increase in the business 
of the local plant. When it was 
started inj 1929, it handled the milk 
of 72 dairies. It has enjoyed a steady 
growth and now receives the milk 
from' 234 dairies. ' ••-,» » 

The milk ia separated and Uhe 
cream shipped to New York while 
the fluid milk is made into powdered 
milk. The plant has operated two sep­
arators but these were found insuf­
ficient to bike care of the business. 
The additional one now being installed 
-will increase th# capacity, about 10,000 
pound* an l id# .

PLANT M03JJJAY 

EVENING 

'Fire which started from, an over­
heated electric motor in th? shops'of 
the Unity Mills,. Inc., at the foot of 
Depot street shortly after 8 Monday 
evening caused damage estimated at 
$2,600 before it was brought under 
control about a half hour later. Fiw-
men were at the scene until 10. The 
loss is covered by insurance. 

Assistant Chief AJmon Frank of the 
Fire Department discovered the blase. 
He wafs at the main "building of the 
mill and stepped outside. Flames were 
shooting from a cupolo on the shop 
roof.. He turned in an alarm from box 

'Firemen laid thrjee hose lines, two 
from hydrants in Depot street and 
one from the Unity's own fire protec­
tion .system. The shop is a frame 
structure about 75 feet long and 50 
feet wide and is located across a side­
track just east of themilL The mo­
tor was on the ceiling of the portion 
'of the shop used for making boxes. 
Trouble'had been experiences with it 
during the day but everything was 
thought to be all right after repairs 
had been made. Employees were in 
the shop a few minutes before the fire 
was discovered.

The mercury 
dropped.. steadily "Friday "and" "stood 
about 25 Saturday, morning, since 
which time • average winter figures 
have been maintained. 

The cold snap failed to hold, how­
ever, and was followed by a sleet 
storm Saturday night which coated 
f e e s and wires and made motoring 
conditions hazardous in the extreme. 
Warmer weather Sunday and Monday 
melted the sleet. Yesterday it was 
colder again.

Trappers in this section of the lAdi-
rondacks report an average take of 
raw furs notwithstanding the mild 
winter, and, at the present time, al­
most entire absence of snow in the 
woods. Usually at this date in Janu­
ary trappers are accustomed to go 
over their trap lines on snowshoes but 
travel through the heaviest wcioded 
sections is now easy, in ordinary 
woodsmen's footgear. Mink are re­
ported plentiful along the shores if 
streams and ponds and more active 
than usual because of the warm 
weather and open1 water in many 
brooks, but iio great number of them

Joseph Angus, aged 9, son of Mr. 
and Mrs. ILewis Angus, St. Regis In­
dians • living in Hewittville, was 
drown in -the Racket riverthere about 
2:30 last Wednesday afternoon. The 
body was recovered about an hour 
later. 

The lad, with his sister, Mary, and 
a companion'; Lewis' King,"(had Been at 
the Hewittville school and were r?-
turning home. They live in the board­
ing house known as the Beehive on 
the east side of the river. They 
were playing along the Sihore, when 
Joseph started out on the ice. It was 
solid enough near the shore but 
broke off sharply about 20 feet out.

Joseph disappeared from sight and 
the other boy and girl ran screaming 
for help.

A boat was Munched and 
the ice along the shore was broken 
up. 

The boy:s cap was caught by men 
stationed on the racks of the Hewitt­
ville power development a short dis­
tance down stream.

CUT S1.0D0 FROM 

STATE APPROPRIATIONS GEN> 
ERALLY SLASHED IN NORTH­

ERN N. Y. INSTITUTIONS 

Operating expenses of the Potsdam 
Normal next year will be $237,045 a 
cut of $1,000 from a year ago accord­
ing to the budget submitted by Gov. 
Franklin D. Roosevelt to the legisla­
ture last week Tuesday. The school 
asked for an additional $10,000 for its 
turomer school due to the increased 
enrollment, but this was cut to $4,500. 
To operate and maintain it, $1,125 was 
asked and $600. was allowed. The sum­
mer, school will cost $112,000 next 
year as against $107,000 for two years 
previously, ~ 

Plattsburg Normal asked for $91,-
000 for purchase of equipment for its 
new building and got $85,000. It also 
received an appropriation of $5,000 
for work on the school grounds. None 
of these figures include emergency 
relief appropriations of which the lo­
cal school received $12,500 and 
Plattsburg $3,600. 

The Oswego Normal school receives 
an increased appropriation because sf 
the fact that the institution request­
ed six new positions with salaries ag­
gregating $14,000. 

Of-the new positions, two are al­
lowed with salaries' totalling $6,300. 
The allowance of these positions 
makes possible the creation of a de­
partment for the training of rural 
teachers to take the place of training 
classes for teachers in high schools 
This results in a saving in another ap­
propriation, 

" The school will receive $180,036.03 
for the fiscal year, compared with 
$174,835 last year, or an increase of 
about $5,442.95. 

The sum of $500 has been cut from 
the budget of the State School of 
Agriculture at St. Lawrence Univer­
sity. The appropriation for the fiscal 
year is, $47,966, as compared with 
$48,465 during the past year. This 
saving is accomplished entirely on 
fuel, light, power and water. 

No change i s made in the allow­
ance to the Board of lEJdocatkm of 
the city of Watertown for the support 
and 'maintenance of the Jefferson 
County Farm school, the sum of $5,-
000 being allowed as last year. 

The St. Lawrence State Hospital 
at Ogdensburg will receive a cut lof 
$126,000 in its appropriation; for the 
fiscal year the institution twill receive 
$924,500 as compared with $1,062,198 
allotted last year. 

The explosion of a gasoline flat iron 
in the home of Jesse Bruns-on in the 
vicinity of Sanfordville about 3 yes­
terday'afternoon set fire to the build­
ing which was- destroyed together 
laith the barn on the property. Mrs. 
Brunson was severely burned on the 
right arm.

Mrs, IBruneon was ironing in the 
kitchen when the flat iron exploded. 
She atte-nvpted to carry it outside, but 
was forced to drop it in the wood 
shed.

The 
blaze spread rapidly and by the time 
the West Stockholm and Winthrop 
Fire Departments arrived the build­
ings Were all in flames.

The mother and her three children 
had been to Potsdam in their Chev­
rolet sedan for groceries and feed. 
Lawrence 'Was driving. They were re­
turning home. The train which struck' ' 
them is known as OJ 1, an east bound 
train. It was hauled by engine 3648 
with Charles Flynn at the throttle. 
K. B. Mott was conductor. Both are 
from" Norwood. - - - - -j 

The .train was making between 30 
and 40 miles an hour. It .hit the car 
fquarely in the center, shoving it 
eastward along the track 50 feet and 
then tossing it five or six feet into a • 
ditch where it lay partially submerg­
ed in ice and water. With the ex­
ception of the girl, all the occupants 
w*r« thrown clear of the car. 

The train stopped at once. Henry 
Empey, 'Keithe Brown and Ernest 
Brown were at the store of L. V. Mc­
intosh near the tracks. With Mcin­
tosh, they ran to the scene and aided 
in the wprk of rescue. None of them 
saw the accident. In order to extri­
cate the girl, it was necessary to hitch 
a rope to the locomotive and haul the 
car back several feet. 

All the occupants were laid on the 
railway embankment. The ambulance 
of L. LT Sullivan brought the two in­
jured to the Potsdam hospital. The 
Clark ambulance took the bodies to 
the Clark undertaking reoms. Dr. T.

The autopsy disclosed that 
both died in the crqsh. Mrs. Lalone . 
had a hemorrhage of the lungs and 
three broken ribs. Her daughter had 
a fracture of the skull. 

Coroner Brown and Chief Herbert 
LaBarge of tEe local police visited the ; 
scene Of the accident shortly after it 
occurred. Investigation showed that 
the glass of the right hand front door > 
of the Chevrolet .had been broken out ' 
and a piece of cardboard substituted. 
It is believed by the- authorities that' 
the cardboard obstructed- the view of 
the driver being one reason why he 
did not sea the approaching train. A 
milk factory blocks the view to the . • 
west to some extent but the crossing. 
has never been considered a (partiott-, 
larly hazardous one. 

Tha Lalone family, purchased the ̂  
farm where they reside of John Sulli­
van about 8 years ago. It was long 
known as the Giffin farm. Before mov­
ing there, they resided in the Stock­
holm section for several years, Mrs. 
Lalone was a native, of Parishvllle. 
She was, born there November 26, 
1803, daughter of Charles and Ella 
Howver. Besides her husband and two 
sons, she is survived by a brother, 
Warren Howver of Madrid. Elsie La­
lone was born in Parishville, May 7, 
1920.
