She 
was married,at the age of 20 and dur­
ing the past six years, since their re? 
moval to East Syracuse, has worked .to. 
support her husband and children. 

.Jlrs. Desau warded in Syracuse and 
was accustomed^" to rioe to the'city 
with Galeadso each morning. The 
latter kept his car in a garage at the 

•rear of the Desau home and lived 
jitarby. These moaning rides are said

The following stoiy of the fort and 
mission is published in the magazine 

"Our coyer carries us back to the 
early days before the inter-colonial 
war. Francois Picquet, a Jesuit mis­
sionary, had been working, for a jram-
ber of jiaars in Canada and in what 
is.now northern New York to Christ­
ianize the- In"dia,ns and make them 
loyal subjects of France. In 1747, the 
60 deputies from, the Five Nations, 
meeting in Quebec,...announced then-
intention of embracing the Christian 
religion if Father Picquet would be 
given them as missionary. The zeal­
ous priest immediately obtained per­
mission to establish a mission and 
fort. The- site was chosen with great 
care. It must be near the confederacy 
of the five Nations and" close enough 
to the English fort, Oswego, to watch 
operations at that fort and to serve as 
a counterpoise in case of war. 

"After examining the northern and 
•southern shores of the St. Lawrence 
river between Montreal and Lake On­
tario, Father Picquet chose the little 
peninsula formed at the confluence of 
the Oswegatchie and St. Lawrence 
rivers. He decided to call his mission 
LaPresentation In honor .of the feast 

of the Pros'ntation of the Blessed 
Virgin in the temple, w.hich is ob­
served oh the 21st.day of Novjmbtr, 
the date on which he first saw the 
magnificient natural port.

"Ten years later the mission-fort 
fell into the hands of the 'English 
when they took possession of Canada 
and neighboring French territory. For 
26 years, La Presentation, or Oswer 
gatehie, as it was sometimes called, 
remained un&r English control. The 
Americans gained possession after the 
War of Independence but did ntrt oc­
cupy it until 1796. Forty-seven years 
after Father' Picquet chose, the site 
and Jaid the foundation, Col. Samuel 
Ogden bought the town of Oswegat­
chie.

THE MUNICIPAL WOODPILE 

Plattsburg Famishes ft Far Work In 
Lie* Of Omitr 

In line with what other cities 
throughout the state are doing, in the 
face of the unemployment situation, 
Plattsburg has adopted the municipal 
woodpile for those who are able to 
work but must depend upon the city 
for their support through the winter. 

Commissioner of Public Welfare 
Robert Provost, has purchased a quan­
tity of hard maple wood cut in four-
foot lengths and has it stored in the 
city yard on Broad street. No machin­
ery is allowed in this section of th* 
yard; instead of circular saws men 
are at work with the old fashioned 
"buck saws," The commissioner is a 
firm believer in using labor rather 
than labor saving devices.during the 
present depression and maintains 
from four to eight men daily sawing 
the wood. 

Faid~at the rate of $4 per cord for 
the wood cut, two men can easily av­
erage one cord a . day which gives, 
them $2 each, This is not paid in 
cash but in orders for groceries or 
•wood from the yard, whichever is 
needed. With this method,,* man feels 
he is not a recipient of charity but is 
earning what he gets, which goes far 
toward helping him keep his self re­
spect. "

The idea of the commemorative 
stamp for the Olympic Games was 
first suggested by Thomas P. Faherty?

.of Commerce. Later when announce­
ment was made that the government 
would issue a stamp, the Olympic of­
fice -worked out .the design for the 
stamp which is considered of a first 
rate ordler. 

It i s expected that philatelists- from 
many parts of the country will he-in 
Lake Placid when the stamp goes in 
sale, as the post office there will he 
the only one in the United States 
where the first-day sale will be held. "

Miss Elizabeth Perry, -68, was in­
stantly killed on Riverside drive, Can­
ton, a t 7:40 o'clock Wednesday evj-
ning when she was struck by a light 
sedan, driven by ©mest Olin of Mor­
ley, while crossing the street In front 
of the Charles Liscomb home. She 
suffered, several broken bones and a 
skull fracture, which is thought to 
have caused her death. \ 

Miss Perry was walking from' her 
home in State street. She had "reach­
ed the crosswalk and was proceeding 
to the middle of the road directly in 
front of the Liseombe home when she 
was struck by the Olin car. 

Measurements of tire marks made 
by the car, taken by state troopers of 
Canton patrol under direction of Ser­
geant Lafave immediately following 
the accident, showed that Miss Perry" 
was carried about 67 feet on the 
bumper of the car before her body 
dropped to the* road when the car 
skidded into a ditch on the left. 

After dropping the body, the Olin 
car proceeded along the road toward 
Canton for about 40 feet before it 
came to a stop. Just before the c/ir 
was stopped it struck a tree in front 
of the James Downey- residence, jam­
ming the left front fender against the 
wheel and breaking the left bumper. 
The right headlight of the car was 
twisted to a 45-degree angle. 

Dr. L. F. Cleland of iLisbon, coroner, 
was called and after brief examination 
ordered the body of Miss Perry re­
moved to the Fred A. Gilmore under­
taking rooms.
