Iterent Inspection 

Parishville, Jan. 20. — The State 
mission of Corrections makes the 

following report on an inspection of 
the Parishville town lock-up made on 
December 8, 1931. •.-

"The lockup consists of a steel 
barred cage in a small room on the 
first flooT of the Town Hall—a twr>-
story brick and frame structure.-The. 
room is heated by tut air heat and 
lighted by electricity. There is a 
chemical type toilet in the room. Good 
bedding is supplied. 

"The place was clean and in ordar. 
"It was stated that no prisoners 

have been, detained during the past 
four years. The- officials appreciate 
the need of proper supervision if the 
place is occupied and assurance was 
given that the constable will remain 
at the lockup whenever a prisoner is 
held, andjineals will be" furnished by 
him to any detained at meal time."
