I this year, and partly to increased 
|vigilance\ on the part of the school

For the first time in its history 
Potsdam\State Normal School has a 
rural demonstration school. It is the 
only school\>f its kind in New York 
State under the control and direction 
of a Normal school and taught by a 
normal school faculty member. In 
fact, the Pine Street School is one of 
two or three of its^ kind connected 
with any teacher training institution 
in £he State of New York, and one of 
a few in North Eastern United States. 

Just a year ago this ipasi! September 
the Pine Street School was taken over 
by the Department of Rural Educa­
tion to establish a six-grade, epe-
teacher demonstration school in con­
nection with the then new Rural-
Teachers Course. Miss Harriette Olin, 
the rural critic teacher in charge, 
brought to her new position a back­
ground of experience in several dif­
ferent one-room schools in Northern 
New York. Her professional training 
included graduation from St. Law­
rence University, Summer Sessions at 
Potsdam Normal School, and work to­
ward her Master's Degree at Teach-
er,s' College, Columbia. Starting with, 
a school building rather well suited 
for development into a model rural 
school but with relatively no equip­
ment for its new function* andl with 
children Yromi a grade school who 
were not accustomed to a one-room 
school • organization, considerable 
progress has been made toward the 
model school that i t should become. 

One of the first additions to the 
school was a complete hot lunch equip­
ment. The electric hot plate, oven, 
attractive dishes and silverware, pur­
chased by the Normal School, and a 
stoclc ofstipplies provided by the lo­
cal Red Cross have made possible 
tasty and nutritious additions to the 
lunches of the children who. stay for 
the noon hour. Even more import­
ant than this is the fact thaVthe well 
conducted hot lunch has become a 
valuable^part of the health and hy­
giene instruction in the school. Ef-

• feetive lessons in this field of work 
have been improved also by the use 
of the platform'scales given by the 
Department of Health (Education in 
the Normal School. The homelike at­
mosphere of the schoolroom! has been 
greatly improved by the curtains for 
the windows, numerous potted plants 
in the room, a small aquarium, and a 
suitable number of appropriate pic­
tures properly'hung. A library.cor­
ner, reading table, and sectional book­
cases with their store of books for

Library, have provided not only an in­
teresting work and study, center but 
also a valuable recreational feature.

ATTENDS STATE MEETING 

Dr. R. L. Grace At Veterinary Gath­
ering At Ithaca 

Dr. R. L. Grace has just returned 
from the New York State Veterinary 
College at Ithaca, where the 24th 
ainual conference for veterinarians 
was held. 

Dr. Grace reports'that much pro­
gress in the 'field of local anaesthesia 
ir< both large and small animals has 
buen made. This was- described' in a 
p:vper by Dr. R. R. Dykstra, president 
of the American Veterinary Medical 
Association, and dean of Kansas 
State Veterinary College. Epidural 
anaesthesia was also a feature of Dr. 
Dykstra's {paper. It i s now possible to 
completely anesthetize the entire pos­
terior half of the body of ft large cr 
small animal, either sensory or motor 
nerves, or both, by a single injection 
of anaesthetic. This will render any 
surgical operation on the posterior 
half of. the body painless and will 
eliminate any danger of sui 
shock.

It 
was voted to send Congressman Snell 
a letter- of appreciation. The money 
will be used by the committee in 
charge of furnishing milk to children 
of pre-school age in the village who 
are in need of such assistance. 

It was announced that a check for 
$100 had been received from Mrs. W. 
A. Moore of this village, this also to' 
b?. applied" toward the Milk Fund. A 
resolution of appreciation was also 
voted Mrs. Moore. The money receiv­
ed through the two above mentioned 
source* brings the. milk fund for the 
year to a total of $410.99 which, with 
the- small amounts collected in the 
legion milk fund, bottles' in the busi­
ness houses of the village, is estimat­
ed' to be about sufficient © c a r r y the 
work through the present year. A

undertakings throughout the town. 
The men receive 25 cents an hour for 
their w6rk, half of which the stale , 
pays and the other half being furnish­
ed from town funds. Mr. Wright es­
timated that in ail more than 300 
men would/ be given employment thru 
this" agency before the year was over. 

Frank Simmons of West Potsdam, 
another board member, spfike briefly 
of the work of the board. He WAS 
followed b y O. D. Weldon, town road, 
supervisor, who .spoke of the work be- • 
ing done on the town and coun,>-
rcads. He stated that some 2"" oHs 
of good fire wood would be s:..ed 
through the road-clearing operations 
and "that he would be glad to deliver 
this wood, free of charge, to needy 
families.if their names would be turn­
ed in to him within the near future.
