At the end of 19S1 we look back­
ward on an automobile accident ree* 
ord of 35,000 fatalities "and resolve 
to do better in 1982. No problem is 
more,within the contr&l. of the in-, 
dividual than that of traffic fatalities 
and injuries. It .is within the power 
of each of us to become' a competent, 
responsible' and careful driver. Nine 
out of ten drivers merit that classi­
fication now. It is the one out'of ten 
who causes the accidents—and5he is 
the one who refuses to heed accident 
prevention messages. 

It is a tragic thing that carelessly 
driven automobiles, can cause more 
deaths than a great war. Tremendous 
advances have been made in auto­
mobile construction, from the stand­
point of speed, of power and of me­
chanical safety. But advances in the 
standard of driving have lagged be­
hind. We have built better cars—but 
we have not developed better drivers 
to operate them.
