DO NOT MIX, SATS 
STATE COLLEGE 

The Massena Banking and Trust 
Company of Massena is now in the 
hands of the state superintendent of 
banks, Joseph A. Broderick,, having 
been closed at the request of the di­
rectors of the bank. The reason giv­
en is that the assets of the bank have 
shrunk in value in its stock and bond 
account and a large amount held in 
real estate mortgages is not readily 
negotiable. 

The.' last statement of the bank, 
made under date of September 30, 
last showed total resources of $1,760,-
075.96 consisting of cash 6n hand and 
in banks, $74,641.40; public securities 
$179,369.27," private securities $225,-
925.56, real estate collateral $266,-
872.21,. other collateral $207,656.83, 
loans not secured $599,052.23, bonds 
and mortgages owned $123,899.03, 
real estate $29,516.42 and other assets 
$22,800. 

The liabilities Included capital stock 
$150,000; surplus fund, $50,000; un­
divided profits, $33,109.92; reserves 
for taxes, $42,800; demand deposits 
preferred, $56(346.28;, other demand 
deposits, $421,137.17; time deposits, 
$889,316.11, making the total deposits 
$1,367,147.69; bills payable $110,000 
and other liabilities, $7,019.25. 

The Massena Banking and Trust 
Company was Reorganized from the 
Massena Banking Company which 
was a private institution, January 1,J

New York state farmers must 
choose between pasturing th£ir wocd-
lots, or growing trees; for the two, 
like oil and water, do not mix, says 
Professor A. B. Recknagel of the; de­
partment of forestry at the New York 
State College of Agriculture, in citing 
the experience of the foresters at 
Ithaca. 

In 1914, the college of veterinary 
medicine gave the foresters the di­
rection of a 13-acre woodlot. The 
woodlot had been grazed by cattle and 
horses and was in generally poor con­
dition. The trees were ' hardwoods 
and white pine, and many of the 
white pines were large matare tress. 
A fence was built in 1914 to™ protect 
four and .three-quarters acres from 
grazing, which left more'than eight, 
acres on which grazing was unre­
stricted. 

A count of all of the trees in the 
woodlot in 1924 and again in 1929 
showed that the protected portion had 
an average growth of 30 board teit 
of hemlock and white pine to the acre 
annually and foux-fiifths of a cord • f 
hard wood to the acre each year. 
Where grazing was allowed there was 
a loss of 90 board feet of hemlock and 
white pine and one-sixth of a cord of 
hardwood to the acre annually. 

The grazed part of the forest is 
open and young, growth was prevent­
ed; the soil is trampled and packed 
hard. 'Attempts to plant trees in 
grazed woodlots are doomed to fail­
ure, warns Professor Recknagel, for 
-he considers the veterinary college 
Wioodtot at Cornell a typical example 
of what happens. jvhejL one attempts" 
to mix pasturing with tree-growing.
