sion at the eollcp.'. prints out that 
the meeting this year celebrates the 
25th year, or silver anniversary nf 
the 'week. Each year, he says, it ha? 
grown in importance and probably no 
year has presented any greater prob­
lems of the farmers and homemakers 
than the present one cf 1932.

This 
yiar the college expects about 6,000 
visitors, though something will, de­
pend upon the weather, since heavy

He was reassured again by his rel­
atives of their? intention of assisting 
him to the fcjri't a n d th*y finally, went 
on about tfc*ir duties. On their return 
they found Mr. Tamblin missing.

Hospital 

Collision between a bobsled and 
sleigh on Austin street hill, Gouverr 
near early Sunday night cost the life 
cf Betty Gates, i t , daughter of Mr. 
and Mis. Claude Gates of William 
street, and resulted' in serious injury 
to her younger sister, Ann, who Tsuf-
fered a broken collarbone. 

It was the first serious accident In 
years on the two-way hill, which is 
barricaded off each winter under p> 
Jice protection for the coasters. 

The two Gates girls were sliding 
down the Clinton street end • whon 
they crashed headon into a bObsUd 
coming down the other approach. The 
victim wae> tossed -off her sled into a 
gutter, where -she. suffered convul­
sions. She was dead by the time the 
Oushman ambulance, 'which, was rush­
ed to the scene, reached VanDuzee 
hospital.

In the ~e«ty —hours of Thursday 
morning after Ken Ittanna, JrM ff 
Ausable Forks had told troopers that 
three men attempted to hold him up 
on Clintonvijle- Ausable Forks road as 
he was driving home and that one of 
them attempted to stop his car and 
pepneied it with bullets, also that one 
of them threw a rock through the 
windshield, three men were taken in­
to custody by Corp. Ed Skowyra and 
Trooper Arthur Redding of- fee -crease ui the 
Keeseville outpost and Corporal Don 
Martin and Trooper H. *L. Biese of 
the Port Henry patrol, as. suspee+i. 
William Bouvia and Walter Shock 
were locked up in the. county jail in

Althou»h one of. the bullets, flatten­
ed his rear tire, Hanna said he drove 
home with Jjis two companions and 
left them, thewgot a shotgun and 
started tc/ward the scene cf the hold­
up, xtet the trio again and shot two 
of their front tires off. 

Bouvia, Travis and Shock were pick­
ed up by thl^troopers near Clintdri-
ville. They were search/sd but no 
guns were found on them. Their story 
is that-they had driven to Lewis and 
tcck a dirt road to Elizabethtown and 
then, swung around mto Ausab'e 
Forks. The-troopers refused to make 
any statement until they had ques­
tioned the- prisoners, and Hanna, who 
has been in federal court before and 
is well kr.own to /police authorities.

A general discussion on the arilk 
price situation took place at a tibtee-
hour meeting attended by. 500 men 
and women.

Other meetings have been held at Og-
densburg, Westport, ' Plattsburg and 
Watertown.

Professor Hart said 
that the December net pool price <Xt\ 
3.5 per cent .milk of $1.42 is only Ĵ 7 
i?er cent-of pre-war prices, while the 
cost of farm labor is from 25 to JO 
per cent above pre-war prioea;- He
