Thousands of dollars worth of road-
building equipment owned by the 
Stamford Construction Company will 
be disposed of at a sheriff's sale to be 
held at 10 a. m., February 4, unless 
executions now in the hands o£ Sheriff 
Boson A. Martin are satisfied. 

Among the execution* is one for 
$550 obtained by the village of Can­
ton in Supreme Court early this 
month when suit was brought and 
judgment given lor damages to West 
and Miner street pavements caused by 
road-building equipment of the Con­
necticut firm. 

(Among the items listed for sale en 
sheriff's notices posted at the court 
house, town hall and local post office, 
are two steam shovels, three gas 
shovels, two dump trucks, one A-
merican-LaFrance truck, three stone 
crushers, a road scraper, a cement 
mixer, a Buffalo road roller, a grader, 
15,000 feet of 2 1-2 inch mater pipe 
and 10,000 feet of steel concrete 
forms. 

The sale will start at the company's 
camp on the PiercefieH-CoKoh high­
way, and after disposition of equio-
meni there,-Sheriff Martin will ad­
journ the sale to the camp on the Og­
densburg road, about two miles from 
Canton,, where the remainder of the 
equipment is located. 

The Stamford Construction Com­
pany, wtth'beadquartera at Stan* 
fold, Conn., bad the general contract 
for the Ogdensburg-Canton highway 
and the Pierceneld-CoHon road. Be­
ing an out-of-state corporation, cred­
itors were able to obtain attachments 
on equipment when the contracts; in 
this county were completed.
