The Potsdam hospital caved i'nc !>Hli 
patients during the year ending De­
cember 31, 1981, according to the an­
nual* report, of the institution just sub­
mitted to President 'George G. Len-
neyof the hospital board by Mrs. Eva 
T. Nilesi superintendent. There were 
eight patients: in the institution at the' 
start of 1991. 452 ,were received dur­
ing the year. There were. 105 births 
at the hospital. Twelve patients, were 

' leceiving treatment at the close of 
the year. Twenty died in 1931 and 
533 were discharged. Of the patients 

treated* 316 were adult's'""and "134 
children and infants. 

There were 232 operations perform­
ed at the hospital during the year. 
Of these 38 were major operations and 
194 minor ones. The average number 
of patients per day was 11.7 and the 
average number of days spent in the 
hospital per patient was 9.4.. 

The hospital's operating expenses 
were $17,637.40. It earned £14,586.7-1. 

-Items making up> the expenditures 
were as follows: food, $3,072.72; suv-
gical and medical supplies, $1,580.97; 
light and heat, $503.33; repairs, 
$379.33; express and telephone, $267.-, 
11; laundry, $1,138.95; superintendent, 
nurses' salaries, etc., $9,920.33, con­
tingent, $766.66.

YEAR 

While it is still some weeks yet be­
fore the village budget will be pre­
pared by the trustees, indications are 
new that there will not be any great 
reduction in 1932. • This is due chiefly 
to two factors, addition to the fixad 
charges of the village and a reduction 
in the amount which, the village has 
received from the county treasurer in 
special and income taxes. 

The increase in the fixed charges 
will amount to several thousand dol­
lars and are caused in interest on 
bond issues and the retirement of 
bonds for the new paving in the busi­
ness section and for the new orna­
mental street lighting system. 

The tax monies received from the 
county treasurer are exactly $1,289.85 
short from last year. The chief slump 
is in the income tax. The bank tax 
shows a small decrease. The special 
franchise anr" mortgage taxes are in­
creased. The exact figures are: Spe­
cial franchise tax in 1930, 1474,18; 
in 1931, 1630.11; bank tax in 1930, 
1/587.82; in 1931, $476.46; mortgage
