Lewis F. Lehr, wid«ly known as 
one of the leading paper manufac­
turers of the North Country and 
prominently connected with other 
business enterprises in Malone, di'id 
at the Lakeview Sanitarium, IBurlinsr-
ton, Vt , Wednesday evening at 8:30, 
where he went recently for treatment. 
Death was due to heart disease. 

Mr. 'Lehr was barn on a farm near 
Stone Mills, - Jefferson county, June 
23, 1868. When he was 16 or 17 
years of age he went to Nebraska and 
became train dispatcher and later 
station agent of the Chicago and 
Northwestern. 

He entered the employ of the St. 
Lawrence Paper Company at Dexte*-, 
of which IE. J. Birmingham was the 
head. After a comparatively short 
time Mr. Lehr was made general man­
ager of the mill. Two or three years 
later' he went to Malone. 

Edwin S. Clark, Brayton R. Clark, 
Fred T. Ford, Mark S. Wilder, Jamas 
A. Outerson and Mr. Lehr forme* the 
•Malone Paper Company and bought 
the plarit of the Weaa iPaper Com­
pany. It tfas successfully operated 
by the new company until May, 1903, 
when it burned. Early in 1903, he-
fore the mill burned, Mr. Lehr had 
gone to Pyrites as general manager 
of the DeGrasse Paper Company 
where he remained fer six years. 

The Malone mill was rebuilt and 
was in operation in 1904. Mr. Lehr 
returned to Malone in 1909 and was 
mat'e vice-president and general, 
manager. He retained that title un­
til the death of Brayton R. Clark in 
1923, when he became treasurer cf-
the company as well.
