second from the 12th to the 20th; 
while the third prevailed from the 
24th to the 27th. v 

The highest temperature for the 
month, 59 degrees, was registered on 
January 13th. ."This is within two 
degrees of the •maxinmm record for 
January at this station, established 
January IS1,1929. On the other hand, 
the minimum temperature for the 
month, 4 below zero, on January 4, is 
the highest monthly minimum of rec­
ord for.January a t this station. In 
this connection, it is interesting to 
note that thus far this winter there 
have been. only, three, days, with 
sub-zero temperatures at this sta­
tion. 

Precipitation was "frequent, and 
rather generous in amount. The total 
for the month .was 3.68 inches, as 
compared with a nomial of 2.50. A 
large part of this total fell in the 
form of rain, although snow to a to­
tal depth 'of 12.7 inches was register­
ed during the month. The greater 
part of /this snow fell on January 2, 
when 7.4 inches was'recorded. There 
were an unusual number of days with 
sleet.
