Dur­
ing the past six months, Tarbell haa 
been holding this position qn trial and 
during the past week the grand chief 
made the official visit to S t Regis to 
complete the details, in installing him

Tarbell has won the admiration of 
the claife-mathers and the men during 
his six month's perioo of trial and it
