The Public Service Commission ha* 
approved a -revision- of tha electric 
rates of the St. Lawrence Utilities 
Which will mean substantially reduced 
rates to customers in Waddington and 
Morlejn, St. Lawrence county. The 
new rates, which became effective 
February 1, reduce the minimum 
charge under the general lighting 
rate to conform with that in effect in 
ftie adjacent territory served "by the 
company. ' ' 

The new minimum charge will b? 
$1.00 in both Waddington and Mor-
leyi The present rate in Waddington 
contains a minimum charge of 91.50 
per month. The rate in Morley con­
tain* no minimum charge as such but 
imposes a service charge of 90c per 
month in addition to the energy 
Charge. The now rates will eliminate 
this servici charge', and provide a 
iminiiaum charge of-$1.00 per month 
In :botfi districts. ' 

The effect of the revised lower rates 
;WlB'km to decrease 1,487 bills in Wad­
dington and Morley and save the con­
sumers in both districts $758.58 psr 
year.
