Brushton.'Feb. 3. — The commit­
tee of - twelve, comprising business 
men and citizens of Brushton and 'vi­
cinity at a meeting held - Wednesday 
evening decided to form a new bank 
at Brushton'to be known, as The 
Brushton National Bank, with a cap­
ital qf $60,000, comprised, at J75; par 
value $50. 

This action by the general commit­
tee followed the reports qf. two sub­
committees appointed, at a. meeting 
held last week, one the finance com 
mittee, and the other a committee to 
investigate as. to whether a national 
or state bank should be formed. 

Following, the decision of the com­
mittee to organize a bank the work 
of the committee will be. to secure 
subscriptions to. the stock of the new 
bank and to take care of the matter 
of applying to the" federal department 
for a charter for the bank. 

Dr. P. E. Stamatiades, chairman of 
the committee of twelve, -who presid 
ed a t the committee meeting stated 
that the outlook for the nei» bank ;s 
favorable and that the committee 
hopes the general public wflt respond 
actively, in the-subscription for stock 
of the new bank. . 

Dr. Stamatiades added that it .« 
the hope of Che committee that help 
maybe ;extended in the matter of the 
liquidation of the old Bruehton bank 
by the organization of the new bank.
