L. Milks of Little Valley, 
N,. Y., a director for the Dairymen's 
League Cooperative Association, Inc. 
Mr. Milks was accompanied by J. A. 
Fisher, division representative for the 
association. 'Beginning at Rossic on" 
Monday the meetings continued at 
Brasie ' Corners, EdWrds, North 
Gouverneur, Gouvemeur and con­
cluded at Potsdam on Friday. 

In his address Mr. Milks showed 
how present day mergers of mdlk dis­
tributors have made the milk producer 
helpless as an individual, and that 
only through the effective organisa­
tion of at le»»t 90, per cent-of -the 
producers can the price of milk be 
stabilised. The very low prices on 
manufactured milk products has made 
it an incentive to dump all unorganiz­
ed surplus milk on the fluid markets. 
This process of dumping always goes 
on in groujte not sufficiently organis­
ed.

"The next is a question asked Mrs-
ps a t a time when he was being calU 
eel to a , larger • sphere of service. 
"What has thou in thine hand?" ho 
was asked. "Only a rod" he replTea", 
somewhat consciotu of humiliation. 
Moses had yet to learn that no gift 
may ever be despised. 

" "The shepherd's rod m s . not mu»i,' 
yet It was something. * Cast i$ on 
the ground." Moses obeyed and the 
rod became a serpent from which he 
fled. A gift thrown away became a 
curse. There are three ways in which 
a gift may become a curse. First, if 
we abuse it as did Esau bis birth­
right: second, we may misuse i t as 
did Judas his position for which he 
was so admirably fitted; and third, 
we may disuse i t as did the man 
with the talent which he hid. 

"The humblest gift wben employed 
by one who desires to serve may be* 
•come of considerable importance 
After all the rod <JT Mosea proved 
ample for practical service. With it 
he parted the waters of the Red Sea 
With it he refinbed the enemy in the 
wilderness; and with it, in the blist­
ering desert when, the people famish­
ed for water, he opened the rock and 
the cool -crystal floods burst forth. In 
all- of these instances Moses served 
the needs1 of his people with what he 
had in hand. Doing the best you ca-> 
with wbat you have is the basts 
principle "of true service. With J. 
faithful acceptance and application 
of this one principle of service we 
may rebuild the foundations for ade­
quate living. 

"The alert-strong man always does 
the best he can with what he has in. 
bond. He has already learned, tn? 
secret of victory and asks for noth­
ing more. Samson was a strong man 
and once a thousand enemies cam" 
upon him when he bad no'friend to 
stand by his .side, no gun in, his ban 1 
and no sword upon his body. He had 
at hand only the jawbone of an as 
But the strong man took the jawbonn 

and slew his enemies. Edward Row­
land Sill in his immortal poem "Op 
portunity" tells of a craven coward, 
who upon the fringes of the prince*-, 
wavering battleline lamented that ho 
could' not fight because bis blade was 
poor, whereupon M$$roke the sword 
£Sang i t away a n l j j B | the field. The 
Prince afterward IBRwreesed , wea­
ponless, poshed back b y ' w e . erfemy, 
came poor* the epot, spied the broker 
sword half buried in-the sand, seized 
it, "hewed his enemy down and iavc<l 
a great cause that heroic day "
