Barracks, $58,100; non-commissioned 
officers' quarters, $46,000; enlarging 
post exchange and gymnasium, $62,-
f'00; stables, $20,000; ordinance depot, 
$30,000; .-quartermaster warehou? 
518,600; roads, $18,790; minor re­
pairs to buiMfnes, $61,000; and other 
minor repair*, $40,800.
