The absence 
of snow in the woods and the fact that 
trappers are obliged to wade through 
swamps" filled with water, •which' they 
usually traverse on the ice has not 
effected the number of fur bearing 
animals taken. 

The quality of the fur brought in 
appears, to be up to the average, the 
mild weather having not resulted in 
any. undue lightness in the winter 
coats of skunk, foxes, muskrat, minks 
or raccoons, which form the major 
part of the purchases made locally. 

The trappers, however, will note a 
considerable difference in this year's 
prices and those of 1930-31. There 
is a drop of almost fifty per cent in 
fox skins. Prime skins which were 
worth twelve to fourteen dollars a 
year ago are bringing about seven 
now. Muskrat which fetched about a 
dollar and a quarter last winter ase 
worth seventyl-five cents. Minks were 
worth fifteen or sixteen dollars last 
season, but the top price for prime 
skins at present is around twelve.
