The jail liberties states the volunrto, 
"are certain prescribed limits con­
tiguous to the jail in which persona 
imprisoned for debt may have their; 
liberty to* range at, upon giving se­
curity that they will not fej»ye.. the 
limits without, authority* from the 
cburt." Imprisonment for oVbt was 
abolished in 1831, except for fraud, 
or attempt to remove, or conceal 
property from creditors, and the: 
"code'* of 1847 continues the same 
exceptions. ' 

Welby W. Haile, present derk.of 
St Lawrence county, say* that "the 
liberties' were granted to debtors who 
bad been held upon execution and 
wKo Were held fat contempt by the 
law and public'opinion until their 
debts were paid. The debtor could 
live anywhere inside the limits, bat 
had to appear in person at the county 
jail each dav.to report, as prescribed, 
to the sheriff." " 

A paragraph in the county history 
says, "The jail liberties were ostab-
-lisWed.in 1814 (when the jail Snd 
county capital w«re Jocated at Og-
denaburg) and included 160 acre*. 
The present jail Hbfrtiea (Canton) 
Wert laid off in 1873 by order of the 

> court, and contain; 45R acres, 
the lhnits of which are marked by 
stone monument planted at the 
corners of tthe tame, anoVtte intsr-
seenon of the same (ybiityWhonnd-l h 
aries) with the streets of the vfllags/ 
of Canton. 

"The liberties' are rectakigplar 
wKa the jail centrally located there­
in, and includes the 'entire business 
part of the village on both sides of 
the river snd the railroad depot, giv­
ing the debtors who give bail for 
their presence thereon a good and 
pleasant ramble." 

Jail records show that the use of 
the "liberees" was abandoned grad­
ually as legislation concerning the 
designation of debtors.and their.jan-
ishment was enlarged and ifcaproved 
by state and county legiajaters and 
there i s evidence ti>at the oae <st 
"liberties" for debtor prisoners was 
discontinued before the dose of the
