pheasant project? (2) Do you favor 
a law forbidding the sale of muska-
longe? 

Last year the department distri­
buted 62,000 f e a s a n t eggs in lots 
of 45 eggs to 'more than-1,300 boys 
and girls, members of the 4-H Clubs 
of farmers' children tnreughout the 
state, and rewarded them by paying 
every one a dollar for each pheasant, 
more than seven weeks old, liberated. 
A total of 91L394 was paid to 975 
boys and girls who were successful 
in raising 11,394 j>heasants to ma­
turity. This number was counted by 
game.protectors and club agents.. In­
cluding birds astray when the count 
was made, there were probably a few 
hundred more than this number add­
ed to the covers of the state. 

The proportion of birds raised 
seems to compare favorably with re­
sults obtained by general, distribu­
tion of pheasant eggs in this and oth­
er states. _ 

But in addition to wide distribution 
of* mature pheasants automatically 
obtained by the project, Mr. Morgen­
thau feels that there were other great 
benefits from it. 

Letters from the boy and girl par­
ticipants testified to the creation of a 
spirit of enthusiasm) for game conser­
vation among the coming farmers of 
the state. It must be remembered that 

: these young folks are not as yet hunt­
ers but their work was done in the 
interest of better sport. 

Many sportsmen, "who are in favor 
of continuing this educational wo.-k, 
also favor the second question to he 
answered, in that, the muskalonge 
which is found in the St. Lawrence 
river is such a valuable fish that it 
deserves better protection, and the 
sale of it should' be taken off the 
markets.

Milk cows and heifers two years old 
or over in New York'are estimated at 
1,411,000 head, compared with 1,870,-
000 head January 1, 1931, and 1,330,-
0C0 head January 1, tSftfO. (1980 and 
1931 are revised slightly in the ease 
of all animals.) Similar increases are 
noted in nearly all sections of tha 
country where dairying is of import 
ance, and are particularly noticeable 
in some of the central western states 
and in some of the southern states. 
Increases for the United States 
amount to 3.5 per cent, making the 
total number now on farms 24^TO,000 
cows, compared with' 23,668,000 cows 
a year ago and 22,910,000 two years 
ago. During several years past dairv 
farming has been the most profitable 
branch of agriculture in large sections 
of the United States, and many farm­
ers have increased their cattle in an 
effort to make a living. 

The number of heifers/ one to two 
years old being kept for cows in New 
York is estimated at 213,000, com­
pared with 237,000 a year ago, or a 
decrease of 10 per cent, and 245,000 
two years ago. Similar sharp de­
creases have taken place throughout 
the North (Atlantic states. Elsewhere, 
the changes have been much smaller, 
the United) States decrease from last 
3ear being only.2.4 per cent. 

.The sharp declines in the prices of 
prnriy ail dairy product* during If 31, 
as well as of all kinds at animals, are 
reflected in the |low farm inventory 
values. In New York, January 1, 
1932, farm values of milk eows at 
market prices totalled 186,081,600, a 
decrease of 27 per cent,during the 
year and of 46 per cent during the 
past two years, measuring the decline 
iu value of milk cows alone. Other 
classes of cattle have dropped in 
value even more, acutely. .' 

Sheep and lambs in New York num­
ber 473,000, compared with 439,000 a 
year ago and 620,000 two years ago. 
North central and south central states 
increased slightly, while the western 
states which! have About half the 
sheep of the country "showed! little 
change. The national totals are 53,-
912,000 this year; 52,748,000 last 
year; 61,383,000 two year* ago. In 
the matter of values, however, tho 
drop was disastrous. Total farm 
values of sheep in New York this 
January were $2,085,000, a decrease 
cf 32 per cent during the year and of 
62 per cent from the total of 16,466,-
000 two years ago. United Stat;* 
values decreased 35 per cent in one 
year and 60 per cent in two years. ' 

Swine, numbered at 205,000 on 
January 1 in New York, were 5 p?r 
cent more numerous than the 198,000 
a year ago, but below the 232,000 two 
years ago. Increases were general 
in nearly all states, the national in­
crease being 9.4 per cent. The farm 
value of swine in New York was $1,-
791,000, compared with (2,424,000 a 
year ago and (3,680,000 two years 
ago. United States values of swine 
were (365,133,000 this year, (617,-
668,000 a year ago and (744,308,000 
two years ago. 

Horses and colts continued the de­
cline in numbers that has he«n going 
on rather steadily in New York for 
many years, the* numbers on farms 
being estimated at 308,000, compared 
with 812,000 *"year ago and 325,000 
two years ago. Values hftye declined 
also, the farm value of horses now 
being (32,292,000, compared with (36,-
744,000 a year ago and (41,448,000 
two years ago. Both horses and
