There was a large congregation al 
Trinity-cnurch Sunday evening for 
the patriotic service in observance of 
the Washington bi-centennial.

He referred to Washington's positian 
on the vestry at Christ Church, Alex­
andria, Virginia, and spoke particular­
ly of his broad tolerance in religious 
matters, an attitude which won for 
him tiie respect of all denominations. 
The speaker traced the Washington 
ancestry back to the mother country 
and referred to the fact that several 
ancestors of the first President were 
clergymen of the Anglican church. 

The choir sang as a processional, 
Kipling's "God of Our Fathers" and 
ihe vested: choir marched around the j 
church, the national flag being car­
ried with the crucifix at the head of 
the procession.

GUTS MAPLE ST. LOCATION 

Max Sverdlew Will Locate Junk Yard 
Oat Maple St. 

Max Sverdlow has purchased of 
John Crowe a two acre tract on the 
north side of Maple street .near the 
village limits and will use it as a 
siding from its main line oh t;he> 
storage yard for icrap metal 

The New York" Central will lay a 
north end of the property to permit 
of carload •hipmwrrta being made 
from the yard M». Sverulow baa r«-
teft&tyf been l ^ t r t i a Water street 
but 'moved from that toeatton due to 
the start of the (parkway project. 

The contract for the erection of 
Fotsdam's neW postoffice has bejn 1st 
to Rosen and Fischel of Chicago, wno 
held.the low estimate when bids wore 
opened in Washington a fortnight 
ago. Their figure of $91,900 was ap­
proved and the building, will be built 
with a limestone trim instead of, terra 
cotta, which would have cost $2,000 
more. The rest of the exterior will 
be of- buff brick. , 

Some changes have been made in 
the revised plans, copies of which 
have been received here. The build­
ing will be so placed on the lot at the 
corner* of-Elm and Union streets that 
all the shade trees with the exception 
of one or two, which aire not in good 
condition, will be preserved. It win 
set about 20 feet back from,the side­
walk and there will be an 'Vighteen-
fcot driveway on the east side, the 
east lino of which will be about five 
feet from the east line of the govern­
ment property. 

The plans call for a portico in front 
supported on eight pillars. Thrae 
doorways, each five and a half feet 
in width, will give aceess'to a vesti-
bulei Bulletin boards will be located 
on the east and west walls of the 
vestibule. There will also be. a desk 
on either side. 

In the main lobby there will be 
three windows, on the east side, for 
money orders, registered mail, and in­
quiry, .respectrrely. Opposite them 
on the weet side will be the private 
office of the postmaster. Lock- boxes 
will be located at the south erfd 3f 
the lobby on the east side center. Next 
them to the west will be two stamp 
windows, a parcel post window, con­
siderably larger than the stamp win-' 
dows, two emergency windows for 
use during the holiday rush. The lob­
by will be a beautiful room with 
marble used to a considerable extent, 
terrago' floors and bronse lighting and 
hardware fixtures. 

Immediately back of it is the mail­
ing room taking- up the whole rear ;of 
the structure. I t will have twenty-six 
lights of two hundred candle pow Y , 
each. Three doors to ihe rear or 
south side,.open from the mailing 
tables, enabling three trucks to load 
at the same time. There is a com­
modious loading platform at the rear 
of the building. 

A feature of the new ipostoffice is 
the mezzanine floor, on the south 
side. It will afford space for a loung­
ing and recreation room with lockers 
and sfaowers /or the employees. 

The contractors are given a year to 
finish the tiuikHng. The usual provis­
ions stipulating the payment of the 
prevailing rate of wages in the vil

There is im­
possibility of avoiding a decision; wa 
iroust decide one way or the other. 
I We are not discussing the desirability 
of entering or of not entering the 
League of Nations. Accepting'the 
fact that we are not a member of the 
League of Nations we must, because 
of our national prominence, make a 
decision Upon which the hope of 
world peace and national security re­
pose. 

"Because of our prominence as a 
nation it is not likely that the Lea­
gue will decide upon a definite course 
without .first consulting u& We shall 
probably be asked whether or not we 
intend to act with the nation of tho 
League or independent of them. Leg­
ally we may do" either.
