J. W. Lightbody of the k-
partmtnt of history of St. Lawrence 
University, -was the speaker at a cov­
ered dish, supper held by! the Men'a 
League of the Presbyterian church in 
the church parlors on Monday.evening. 
His topic was "Manchuria." Abcut 
fifty were present. 

In the absence cf the League presi­
dent, Fred W. Roger whe is ill, Rev.

Mr. Lightbody, whj was a Rhodes 
scholar at Oxford and a keen student 
of international affairs was introduced 
by Mr. Prout. Mr. Lightbody out­
lined the underlying causes of the 
Sino-Japanese difficulty in the Far 
East which he attributed to the im-
peralistic ambitions of Japan. 

Japanese aggression will not be an 
unmixed evil far Chins, the speaker 
said, in that the heroic stand of the 
Chinese at Shanghai has already re­
sulted in a spirit ot unity in the 
Chinese (people: Japan will Have no 
easy victory, Mr. Lightbody declared. 

(An international boycott or jeven 
the threat of one would have a tre^ 
mehdous effect on the.Empire of Nip­
pon, the speaker aa». "If Japan real­
ly believed that the United States and 
Great Britain were serious hi their 
warnings of a boycott, she would go 
slowly," said Mr. Lightbody. Japan 
has taken advantage of the debt situ­
ation, and the general economic de­
pression when nations are concerned 
ehiefly with their own affairs to fur­
ther K«t own aims, the speaker con­
cluded.
